third. 'This dominion of fashion as opposed to royalty,
was docidedly democratic in its tendency. Birth and
otiice were po longer the indispensable requisites for ad-
mission into her mysteuious circle. Taste, talent, or
whim, constitated equal passports to the favoar of the
eccentrick goddess; and in her court, unlike thoss of mor-
tal princos, all who bad once gained admission were
prers, and met upon a footing o perfect equality. Nay,
hor lovelling influence extended not less to principles than
to men, und if the characters of the English exclusives
have been justly painted by their compatriots, profligacy
and virtue were equally honoured among them when
eqaslly graced with wit and accomplishments; while the
fliznsy veil of fashion was all sufficient to cover the
brazen front of shame and shield the most open offender,
against contomely ond disgrace. With the accession of
a maiden queen to the throne of England, all this must
becoms changed. Many of the ladies of rank ivho have
fong given its prevailing tone to the first class of English
sosioty, will probably not be admitted to the presence of a
woman whose purity is unimpeachable, and who has the
power to choose her own society. ¢ The exclusives”
thus exiled from court will lose caste accordingly, while
the court itself taking its complexion from its sovereign,
will, in tarn, give the general tone to society. Nor will
this wholasome influence upon taste and morals stop here.
The field of lite. uture, so far as light letters are concerned,
will evince it in the growth of a better taste than that
which has long prevailed: and there will be a sadden ces-
szuon in the manufucture of those farragos of twaddle and
profligncy, yclept ¢‘the foshionable novels,”” which are
unported so abundantly into this country to infect the man-
ners and poison the morals of our people.—A> Y. Afir.
