What American Congressman Think of

i His Retaliatory Measure

D;:mo'c"ints support Mis Yiews, While Re-
publicans Clatm that His Action Will

Prove Beneficial to Canadn—An
Interesting ' Debate,

WASHINGTON, Sept. 4,—Tbe Houre to-day
proceeded to consideration of the Retaliation
bil. - Mr, McCreary ylelded a few momenta
to Mr. Belmont, who said: The msasure
srhich Is now called up is one of great impor-
tance in which in common with other mem-
bers of the House I take a deep Intersst. I
do eapecially, becante during the last Con-
gress [ introduced & similsr measure which
was adopted by the House,  When the Pre-
rident's measagn was received I was absent.
The Committea on Foreign Affsirs In the dis-
chargs of its duties commenced consideration
of the mesange and the preparation of the re-
pori. On my return I thonght it but proper
that the sub committee baving the matter in
chargs ehould make the reporr, and I re-
queated my colleague 8o to do, knowing that
the bill would be in excsllent hande. 1 shail
take occasion $o give expression of my meat
hearty approval of this measure and to urge
its prompt passage.

PRAISE FOR THE PRESIDENT.

Mr, McCreary said that the messngs of the
Presidont sent to Coogreas on August 23,
1888, placed the administration in a firm
and coursgeons attitude, It was digunifiea,
resclute and courageous and prescoted &
couxse of actlon for our Government whicn
was worthy of the approval and support of
the American people. While it might have

tions with Canada, Gen. Gran$ bad aent a
similar message to Cobgrees, but history
showed that Gan. Grant followod the same
line of policy. The hiatory of the country
gshowed that instead of attempting retaliatocy
proctedings Gen. Grant had negotlated the
treaty of 1871, The only difference waa that
Gen. Grant had mors success with the treaty
$han President Cleveland h‘nd.

CANADA MUST BE THREATENED,

The question was one of great Importance
and the time had come when the Government
ought to coaot legialation to prove to Canada,
Great Britain and the world that it was in
earnest. The power granted to the Presi-
dent in the bill was no stronger than it
ooght to be. It was time that Capadisn
wrongs should be resented. The bill under
consideration was no war measure ; it was a
peace measure. Lhe President would exer-
oise the power confided to him intelligently
and ocoursg:onaly., The President had a pro-
per appreciation of the dignity and honor of
this Republic and any power placed in his
hands would be nsed for the protection of
American digeity and rights, He (Mr. Me-
Creary) hoped and belleved that when the
bill was ennoted the usual good judgment ot
the English and Canadian authoritles would
be srranged without anything whick would
break up the cordial retatione which had ex-
fsted for many years between Great Britain
and the Uaited States, The President would
be supported by the people of the United
States without regard toparty. There wounld
be no division, bat the men of the South and
the North would stand sboulder to shoulder
solid to defend Amerlcan rights and honor.
(Applauee.)

THE REPUBLICAN ARGUMENT.

Mr. Hitt (IHiinols) next addressed the
Honse and commentad upon the fact that the
President’s fishery meesage had been received
with partiean applause, and that one Demo-
oratlo member had declared it was a good
campaipn docoment, He was not willing to
acoept the propoeition, coming even from the
President, that the message wan o ocampaign
dooument, The gentleman from Kentucky
(Mr. McCreary) connected the measage on the
fisheries with what was known as the Fres
Trade Message. It was an apt combination,
Phe treatment of' our fishermen and the
tendenoy toward free trade had gone hand in
“hand tince the day of the President's inaugu-
ration.

THE T#0 TREATIES COMPARED.
Congress bsd taken the matter .up and
passed the Resalistion act, It atood on the
atatute books and noue of the powers
gonfcrred by ‘it had * been exeroised.

‘Tne systom of outrages bad been
chegked in part largely by the influence of
the passsge of sthe Retaliationd biil

Tnen negotiations went cn and bluszomed in
the Chamberlaln-Bayard treaty. Nothiog
was known outside of the consummation of
the praceedings of that pegotiatlon, That
treaty the pentieman bad compared with the
treaty of 1871, and its treatment in the Sezate
with the treatment recelved by the latier.
‘The traaty of 1588 waes an abandonment of
the rights of American citizens, The treuty
of 1871 dealt with them in a eplrit the nation
and manklizd approved. The treaty of 1871
was received with gratification and was con-
firmed by the Sewate. The troaty of 1888
abundonod a wsat region of fishing waters
which American fishermen bad bsforo snd
kept it for Canadian fiehermen. Fortunately
the Sensate did receive it in o different spiris
{rom that in whick the treaty of 1871 wus re-
coived. The epinicn of the country rejsctoed
it long beiote the Ssnate, A pors of the
treaty was uut written, There was a post-
cript that wue not printed. Tae triaty was
& bargatn.

SIR CHARLES TUPPER QUOTED,

THE 20TH ARTICLE NOT ADROGATED,

Mr, Hitt then went into an srgument to
show that article 29 of tho treaty of 1871 had
not been abrogated, nnd stated that Isst yesr
the President had approved of the Belmont
bill, which contained an express recognition
of the 20th article. The authority the Pre-
sident asked he possessea, for the retallation
aot gave him vast and enormous power, by
which he might exclude not only Canadian
veasela from onr ports snd Canadian proiucts
from our country, but any goods coming from
Canada of foreign production. He comment-
ed on the faot that the Preeident lald atresr
on the enlargement of his power to stop traf-
fio la bond.
CANADA WOULD .LCENEFIT BY RETALIATION,
The practicsl result of sn interruption of
traflic in bond would hurt the peopla of the
United Statee, sspecially the people of the
great Northweat, Cansda was roled bya
small body of men, and the influence of their
power haod been exerted to devclope every
element which would tend to separate toem
from the United States snd to unite the
British provinces into aa compact a body as
poseible. To prevent the tendency of the
people to press in wympathy into the gront
central mass of the socth, the mighty Ameri-
oan emplirs, was the effort of every Canadian
stateaman. Stop the transit {n bond and the
roads would be overflowing with business,
The Presldent had used the words ** visiting
on offonding partles.” The fishermen wers
the offending parties. Stop the transit In
bord and the offending partizs would be re-
warded and the harbors of Halifux and St.
Jobn would be turned into prosperoue cen-
tres of new lifo and wealth. The people of
the Northwest would be hurt i, of all the
methods of retaliation at hia pleposal, tho
President should be ro injudicious as to ze-
lect this one, He would take awuy the com-
petition of the Canadisn lues and muko the
tronk lines mastar of the oituation, He could
not help sharivg in some of tho distrust of the
sincerity of the awskening of the present ad-
minlstration, but it syould not be lony before,
in any otter and better hunde, an a?uinistra.
tion wonld take the matter up and bring it
to n satisfactory, just and homnorable conclu-
slon. He hoped that when men ceased to
regerd the Presldent’s meseages as campnign
docuaments and electioneering devices the
question would be solved permanently for the
manifest good of both parties and the peace
of both nations. (Applanse.}

A MICHIGAN MAN'S OPINIONX,
Mr, Chipmoam {Michigan) declared that the
honor of the country must be asserted with
‘that decorum which became ber digaity.
She was 8o strong that she might be forbear-
ing withont belng suspected of cowardice.
It was in that spirit that the Unlted States
ought to treat the Oanadian peopls, It was
to the intereat of both nations that their re-
Iations suculd bo friendly. Perhaps the
Caoadian: had mistaken patience for fear.
However, thst may be, Awmerlean citizens
bad been unjuetly treeted and be favored the
pending bill which gave the President power
to resent such treatment, In regard to free
trade with Canada he atated that, with the
exoeption of Pennsylvania, all the nine states
whick were on the Lake:s wanted free trade
and commercial union with Canada and one

GLADSTONE'S CRITICISMS OF THE TREATMENY OF
TRISH PRISONERS.
LoNDoK, Sept. 5.—Me Gladstone ia a speech
at Wrexhnm yesterday said that the Times had
done him np unexampied compliment i snswer-
ing & speech uot yet delivered. He had no wish
to interfere wish the natural and l-gitimate per-
formances of the Times in throwing dirt upon
him. He ramained strong in the wopinion
that the criticiams of man’s eoemies were
more useful shan the ocheers of friends.
He maintained the truth of his former state-
ment, that he bad sesn a politicsl prisouer in
Naplea batter trested than were imprisoned
Irish members of Purliament It had not beon
denied that one of the Parnellites bad broken
the law, but the framers and sdmimatrators of
that law ware more guilty than the lfamqlhbe
offenders. He would nob say that imprison-
ment had killed Mandeville, yet he declarsd
that Mandeville was ueed 1 u ronanner that die-
graced the Irish Government, and any Gevern:
ment in the world would be dirgracsd that did

the like. While on btha subject of
the treatment of political offenders be-
obaerved that it was  seldom _ that

hs was able to spsak with sabisfaction of
the policy of Austris, buy he had learned with
the greatest satisfaction that Anstria bad given
liberal home rule to the Galician Poles, and_in
that respect ehe was far ahead of En%und. Re-
ferring to Welsh sympathy with she Parnellites,
he aaid the people of Wales would nob be losers
by the present agitation. They would find that
the Beotch, who were a determined people, were
with them when there came s demand for the
solution of Welsh questions. That demaund
could not be made until bhe Irish question was
disposed of,

Toronto, leaving here for Scotland in Novem-
ber. In the spring I shall coms back with
other raembers «f the comnittes to explan more
fully the objects of our aseociation. In the
meantime, I hope, organization will have been
effected over here.

THE RIDLEY VERDICT.

Ixish papers received by last mail contain full
reports of iLz ‘rquaston the late Dr, Ridley,
physician of Tullamore prizon, who committed
auicide under circnmstances well known to all,
The verdict was as follows ;—

“ We find that Dr. James Ridley died on the
20th July, 1888, at Fermoy from weunnds inflict-
et by his own Liand with a razor on the same
day, whilst lnoorivg under temporary inaanity
produced by che apprehension ot disclosures at
the Mitchelstown inquest, and that he was com.-
priled to act in his official capacity in contraven-
tion of his own humane and considerate views,
We beg to add our expressions of decp sympathy
with Mre. Ri‘leyaud 3rs, Maadeville in therr
afiliction. We condemn the reckless ard un-
fcunded charzes made by Dr. Barr agaiost the
medics] men and poer Hr, Mandeville, Weare
of opinion that the charges mode againet Dr,
Moorheat are »bs iutsly unfounded, and that
bLi+ rep rta and visits had a beneticial effect,”

The verdict was unanimone,

It haviog been stated that the jury was com-
pored entirely of Nationalate, the facts are
stated by the Dubkin [Freemaun :

In the first place four of the jurors were Pro-
testant Conservatives, cae of their boly a Free-
mason, the remaining nine being Ronan Cathe-
lies, none of whom tvok any leading part in po-
litica, Of the numbcr which constituted the
jury there were members of varion - creeds and
politice.

Through-
ont the proceedinga there was evident and mm-
plicit contidence in the integrity of the coroner
un the part of the jurors individually apd onthe
advocstes on both sides, 28 evidenced in the
Iatter instancs by thie repeated compliments pro-
ferred by Messrs. Roman and Morphy as to the
