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6.3 Australian Standards

AS-1481.1 generally referred to as the SAA Crane Code, sets standards
for design, construction and testlng which apply to cranes, hoists and
winches.

AS-1481.6 sets out further, more detailed requirements of the above
machinery used exclusively as appliances for storing and retrieving
materials.

6.4 Import Duties
