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¢c. The brass seal (wax seal)

is used in joining two passports tégether and for legal doc-
uments which are joined together by a ribbon. It is-also

used on the tag for diplomatic bags, and on top secret and
secret envelopes.

d. The Circular Office Stamp with Crest (rubber)

is used in documents or for observations therein where the

brass-wheel dater would be used but where the date need
not be inserted.

e. The Name and Place of Post Stamp (rubber)
