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Owing to the above-mentioned purchasee, and to the fact that there has been a
cessation, of activity among publishers, the purcliases for the general Library during
the year have flot been profuse.

.But ail the books of any value, concerning the war, have been obtained. generally
in duplicate, as promptly as the disturbance of transportation and the occasional delay
of mails pernütted.

More use than usual bas been made of the mails, as waiting for freiglit transporta-
tion caused inevitable delay.

Many volumes of the Gongressional Documents of the United States having been
destroyed or in.jured by water, application was made to the Department of the Public
Printer at Washington, and permission was obtained to supply the Librery with the
necessary numbers. In, due time, a large assortment of volumes was sent us. As many
of these volumes were axnong the rarest and most valuable of-the Gongressional Docu-
mnents, the donation was most welcome and deserves to be gratefully acknowledged.
