Dauphin to Prince Albert-Distance 160 Miles

This Une leaves thre main Une cf thre Canadien
Nortlrern three miles morth of Dauphin. For the firet
120 miles north and westbound f rom the junction with
the main line, tihe country da open and wooded in some
sections, well adapted £or mixed faiiming; i addition
to grain production a tomnderable amoount of Live
stock ia shippe. From mile 120 te Tisdale, mile
272, the Unre r=m largely trougir a timber country
produoing quantities of lumber and other foret pro-
duote, whichare shiped met and ivest. Thre principal
mille are on R~ed Deer lake, -about aîle 160 a2nd et
Crooked river, mile 259. Thtis section of land has
produced large quantities of -ties and piline timber
used for maintenance purposes for other sections of
thre system. At Tisdale, mile 272, the line entera the
open country wel adapted for grain growing and
tnixed daring.
