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Mr. MOTHERWELL: A man bas to be
pretty badly off wlien he Éives a seed grain
lien on his growing crop. Next August 15 the
governiment, through the Sa.skatchiewan gov-
ernment, whidli works through the relief com-
mission, can start oealizing on the crops of
these unfortunjate Saskatchewan farmers as
soon as they are ready ta be drawn to the
elevator.

Through you, Mr. Chainman, I arn direct-
ing that point to the Minister of Finance. Cati
he imaginé 'himse-1f, ais Minister of Finance,
coilecting on these liens from those down-
trodden fadimers who are silready mortgaged
to the hilt? We must remember also that
these -liens are a first charge, and corne bafore
anything else. Imagine, I repeat, what wouid
liappen if an emissary of the government
shouki go out and start hauling grain to mar-
ket, -charging the cost of haulage against the
g.rowers, in order to realize on liens heiid by
the Saskatchewan commission. If that were
ta h2uppen either lie would lie moibbeýd or every
other creditor would pute in while the piling
was good.

T-hat is the situation. I do not know whe-
ther the Finance minigter's blood is cireulating
anjy faster wilih indignation or whether lie
tbi'nks 1 arn just talking. But do neot anake
any mistke about it; until to-night I had not
said a word for two days, and now I arn noV
talking for fun. The governiment had to go
ta a very great deal oi exipenee Vo get this
money which lias been loaned by millions ta
ùhe Saskatchewan government. Now, sa far
as I ican understand, tlie governimeult is wasli-
ing its biande of any fu'rther responsibility, and
we are being lianded over ta Vhs so-called
non-partisan relief commission. t is a iovely
commission, and we liave a iovedy govem-
ment to deal witli lier also. Will the Min-
ister of Finance, wlio is now present, say
whether 'lie would ilike tlie job of tollecting
these vast sums of nioney under these con-
ditions? Tliere is aniother question too. Some-
thing like 85,000,000 cf this is agreed ta be
paid by this governznent atone because of Vhe
national character of Vhe crop disaster. Are
tliey going ta leave it ta, tlie Saskatchewan
govertiment tlirough tlie relief commission ta
colle-ot tliat aiso? And if bliey are not going
ta collect it, how will tliey know what is ths
amount and wia~t is the other? -Mr. Chair-
man, this is an imipossilide way of colleeting
money. No government can coilect money
Vhs way, and no governiment in Canada wilà
dare to atteinpt it.

An lion. MEMBER: WIy worry, then?
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Mr. MOTHIERWELL: I wili tell you why,
and that is tlie point. There may be an
etection up tliere at any time and then nine-
tenths of the farmers in certain areas iit be
financially obligated ta the govemnment that
will be appealing to tlie country. I do not
need ta te practical members of this house
wliat will probably liappen. Away back in
1908 1 ran an election in Nortli Qu'Appelle.
One quarter of my constituents in certain polis
were under mortgage ta the brother of my
opponent. A good many af their mortgages
were overdue, and forectosure was impending.
Suddenly, like a flash of lightning and witlh a
crash ais of thunder, they liad ta quit
campaignîng for anyone. Against sucli odds I
therefore know what happens when an elec-
tomate is so indebted and when it is indebted
ta Vhe govemnment of the day the situation is
a hundred timaes worse. I say witliout fear af
contradiction .that every ane of those hon. gen-
tiemen sitting opposite knows in lishleart that
wliat I amn saying in this respect is truc. This
is hoped ta be effective on behaîf of goverti-
ment candidates, but I amn doubtful if it wiii,
as it xnay work bath ways by a backflre. I
will naw await with pleasure any remarks
whicî VIe Minister af Finance or any other
han. gentleman on tliat rida sees fit ta offer.

Mr. BELL (Slt. Antoine): I do noV Vhink
tIc lion. member for Melville (Mr. Motlier-
well) lias been up ta lis standard in lis
addmess ta Vlie bouse Vo-night. He is an aid
parliamentarian. He sits ta tlie lef t of VIe
leader of the opposition (Mr. Mackenzie
King), and theme is not an lion. member an
tlie other side who lias liad a greater politicai
expemience tlian lie. But thougli I iistened
patientiy ta wIaV lie liad ta say to-niglit, ta
sec wîctlier lie liad one constructive idea ta
offer tlie liouse, I oould detect not'hing of tlie
sort. He spoke about tlie Ku Klux Klan lcad-
ing tlie province of Saskatchewan, and as lie
di.scussad tlis and kindrcd matters lis lieart
bled for Canada. Let me remind liim and
other Ion. members of Vhis liouse tîat the
Dominion of Canada to-day is passing througî
one af iLe most cmucial periods in its Iistory.
Judging by wîat we have been toid, tlie
people of the west are starvinz ta deatli at
the .present time, and I may inform tlie lion.
gentleman that there are a gzreat many wîo
are walking tlie streets of Montreai ta-day
looking for unemployment relief. What is
tiis liouse doing? The Liberai opposition
Lalked and taiked for weeks about the con-
stitutionai question; we have lieard quotations
with respect ta the mother country and
constitutional riglits; and wc on this side have
been descmibed by such eminent gentlemen on
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
