Mr. Harvie Andre (Calgary Centre): Mr. Speaker, my
question is to the Solicitor General. It arises out of the
comment in reply to a question put hy the hon. member
for Wellington-Grey-Dufferin-Waterloo. On several occa-
sions the Solicitor General has insisted that the RCMP
will be conducting an independent investigation. In reply
to the hon. member's question, the Solicitor General stated
that when he learned of the report in the Toronto Sun in
connection with comments made by the special assistant
to the Minister of Labour, he telephoned the RCMP ta find
out the name of the officer who had made those state-
ments. Clearly, that is not an independent investigation.
Will the Solicitor General now turn this investigation over
to another minister?
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
