NOVA SCOTIA DISASTER TO LOBSTER INDUSTRY-REQUEST
FOR COMPENSATION-MOTION UNDER S.O. 43

Mr. J. M. Forrestail (Dartmouth-Halifax East): Madam
Speaker, 1 rise, under the provisions of Standing Order 43, to
move a motion of extraordinary urgency having to do with the
lobster fishery on the east shore of Nova Scotia.

Severe bottom and surface storms in the early part of last
week combined to virtually wipe out the lobster industry in
that part of Canada for the present season. Fourteen fishermen
contacted out of about 280 lost about 96 per cent of their
traps. In a survey of some 2,300 trap positions a week ago last
Saturday, it was found that 2,072 had been lost or damaged
beyond repair.

That this House request of the government its immediate attention to this
disaster, that it devise and implement a trap replacement program., that il give
immediate consideration to msking interim cash compensation available so0 as to
enable trap replacement and, finally, that il consider the extension of the lobster
season in this district by one te two weeks.
