Wül the Minister of Transport announce a moratorium
on ail decisions affecting the railway transportation
industry, until such time as the royal commission of
inquiry has tabled its recommendations and these have
been evaluated by Parliament? Will the Minister of
Transport send one or several representatives to the
joint meeting on the railway mndustry, as he was mnvited to,
do last summer by Quebec Minister Daniel Johnson?

Hon. Benoît Bouchard (Minister of Tfransport): Mr.
Speaker, I will repeat for the benefit of the hon. member
what I said today to the Leader of the Opposition and
others, which is that the Department of Transport does
not intend to put a moratorium on the cutbacks at VIA
Rail. However, this momning I had a meeting with the
Fédération des travailleurs du Québec. I think it was a very
good meeting, and 1 can give Mr. Fernand Daoust the
assurance that the Government of Canada will contrib-
ute $120,000 to this joint endeavour in Montreal, more
specifically concerned with the future of railway trans-
portation, always bearing in mind that the decision on
VIA will remain as announced on October 4.
