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Hon. Senators: Agreed.When we travel abroad, we are interested in a country’s 
cultural achievements. When we go to Italy, for instance, we 
remember its historic monuments, works of art, and so forth. 
That is what gives the country its soul.

Without the arts, without culture, society runs a deficit. 
Governments, and especially the federal government, should bear 
in mind this aspect of our social deficit when they set their 
priorities. Who knows, perhaps arts and culture will be spared the 
frenzy of government cost cutting across the board.

1 believe, finally, that we need culture as much as the food we 
eat and the air we breathe. In the end, performers and creative 
artists arc the ones who can best express a country’s soul.

Honourable senators, 1 will stop here. However, having 
discussed this with my colleagues Senators Corbin and Grafstein, 
I believe that it would be in order to strike a special Senate 
committee with the mandate to study these essential issues. Next 
fall, it is quite possible that we will suggest such a committee by 
calling on a few of our colleagues across the way because, in 
these important matters, all partisanship must be avoided.

I regret that our esteemed colleague Senator Roux, who speaks 
with more authority than most us us on the subject, is not with us 
today. I hope that he will be able to speak as soon as possible on 
this inquiry by Senator Corbin.
