After a short stay the 
party will travel to Montreal, thence along the St. Lawrence to the old city of Quebec*

to Newf^çrt, situated on Lake Memphremagog, and \o Fabyans( situated at Bj,e foot 
of Mt. Washington. A few days will be spent at Fàbyanv-'during which the ascent 
of Mt Washington will be made. / *

Home.—From Fabyans the party will ‘go to Saratoga Springs for a few days rest, 
and on September 2Cth, nearly four months from the time of the departure, the “Mara- 
qiiita ” will roll into the Grand Central Station, having traveled more than 17,000 
miles.
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
