CURBING THE EXPRESS MONO-.
: POLY. -

Of interest to Canadians will be the
recent order of the U. 8. Interstate
Commerce Commission Tespecting the
rates to be charged after October next
by express companies, and the written
opinion filed in the case by Mr. Com-
missioner Lane, Jurisdiction over ex-
press companies was not conferred by
the act creating the commission. In
1906, shortly after the Canadian par-
(lament had accepted the principle of
| the: bill introduced by Mr. W. F. Maec-
lean, M.P. for South York, bringing
express companies within the purview
of the Rajlway Act, congress placed
express companies under. the inter-
state commerce commission. The re-
sult was that ¢omplaints against the
'express companies, thelr service, their
|rates and tlllelr_ extortions poured in
;upon. the commijssion from all parts of
i the country and finally led to a sweep-
‘ing investigation into their constitution
iand methods.

There are thirteen express companies
| do!ng busineéss in the United States, in-
cluding the Western, owned by the Do-
minion Express Company, and serving
!the Soo line of the Canadian Pacific
Railway; the Canadian Express Com-
pany and the Canadian Northern. The
business done by the three Canadian
companies in the United States is,
however, a negligible quantity. The
remaining ten companies are so inter-
twined and interlaced in the matter of
ownership as to make the express
business, in the words of Commissioner
Lane, “a family affair.” They have
divided the company into zones of in-
fluence, Thus the Wells-Fargo
Company operates almost entirely in
‘the west, the Southern Express Com-
|pany almost entirely iu the south, ete.
[ The latter company is owned by the
Adams Express Company, and the
| American Express Company js the
ilargest stockholder in the Wells-Fargo
iCompany. Some idea of the magni-
tude of the business carried on by the
|express. companies may be gathered
|from their last annual reports. In

The order just made at Washington
will revolutionize express rates by
dividing the United s_tgvtu into blocks
or gones fifty miles square and estab-
lishing the rate per pound, and per
hundred pounds, to be charged between
all points in the same block and be-
tween all points in any one block, and
all points in every block. Thus a ship-
per can tell quite easily what ig the
lawful rate which the company can
charge. Under this order he may also
route hi§ package by the most direct
line and no additional charges can be
made even tho this may involve hand-
ling by several companies. The rates

are reduced on an average of twenty
per cent., but in some cases the reduc-
tion will amount to fifty per cent. THe
| greatest reduction is in the charges
