HALCROW EXPLAINS
STORY OF CAUCUS

Hamilton, March 10.—Asked this
morning regarding the. controversy
that seemed imminent between him-
self and the attorney-general of On-
tario, George G. Halcrow, M. L. A.
for East Hamijlton, said that it was un-
fortunate that any remarks he made
solely to set Hon. W. E. Raney right
in the eyes of those who believe him
to be narrow minded and a rabid tem-
perance fanatic, should be the basis of
any controversy, .

“Regarding the statemént credited
to Mr. Raney that the government
was on the brink of a precipice and
forces were try-
1 got that second
‘handed and not during a caucus,”
'said Mr. Halcrow this morning. “It
was relayed to me as an indication
that Mr. Raney ‘was not what a lot of
Feople believe him to be, and I passed
t along as such. The assertion that
no change in the Ontario Temperance
act is contemplated is my own view
entirely. I do not see how any
ahan;ge can be made at the present

me.”

In his published statements regard-
ing the eight-hour day, Mr. Halcrow
said that his position had not been
made quite clear.

“In stating that the majority of the
workers do not want the eight-hour
day, I meant only to convey that until
the minimum wage is raised it would
be impossible for the average workér
to exist on' eight hours of labor,” “said
the labor member, “Take the man
who is being paid but 35 cents .an

hour and who has Saturday afternoon
off.. ‘That man could not get along on
eight hours’ pay. A“commisrslon has
been named to! deal with this prob-
lem of the eight-hour day, and is now
trying to work out a satlisfactory sol-
ution.”
Pay for Party Leaders,

The other controversial point of the
Stutement credited to Mr: Halcrow
that a suggestion that leaders of
parties in the legislature which em-
brace fifteen or more members, re-
celve annuities of $1000 each, over and
above their sessional indemnities, was
explained by the East Hamilton mem-
ber in this way:

“This was something that was dealt
with in caucus, and again I was simply
trying to throw a sidelight on the at-
torney-general,” he said. “I admit that
what franspired in caucus should
not have become publie property, but
Ihad no idea my statement would be
bublished. It had been suggested that
appropriation for leaders of the op-
pesition be dispensed with and when
I arosc to speak I belleved myself
to be hLopelessly in the minority. My
contention was that the opposition
was just as representative as the gov-
°rnment and that the Hearst govern-
mer.t went down to defeat because of
the weak opposition that confronted it
in the house. I did not want ‘to see
the new government make a similar
mistake., When I g0t thru speaking
Mr. Raney said that there was a joc
of common sense in my statement.
Somehody else moved that one thou-
sind dollars be set aside for each of
the cpposition leaders, representative
o? filteen or more members, and this
suggestion was passed along for a re-
port back at the next caucus.
