Five divisions of the enemy took 
the offensive against our south front.

CHIEF DEFENCES GONE.

London, Aug. 28.—A despatch from 
Fuean to Lloyds Weekly says: "Af­
ter a desperate day and night of fight­
ing the Japanese penetrated the prin­
cipal defence of Port Arthur. Their 
guns dominate the entire town. They 
hold every position they won despite 
the desperate and furioua counter 
attacks of the Russians. The losses 
on both sides were enormous.”

A despatch from Kobe to The Week­
ly Despatch dated Sunday says news 
from a reliable source states that the 
Japanese have captured the outlying 
fortifications of Port Arthur. The 
Russians still hold the citadel on Ant- 
sushan, northwest of the town, the 
Golden Hill forts and the forts on 
Tiger's Tall promontory. The Japan­
ese hold the parade ground. THE 
FALL OF THE FORTRESS IS BE­
LIEVED TO BE IMMINENT. The 
Russians are likely as a last extrem­
ity to make a desperate sortie, for 
which it is believed they are In readi­
ness.
