Woodstock, Ont., Oct. 4.—(Special).

The cvidence of the surviving train-

men was to the effect that the dead
brakeman, Benedick, and the dead
conductor, Fallis, of the way freight,
wera responsible for having left the
switch open and so caused the ‘col-
lision. Two men who reached the
sceno of the wreck early testified that
the switch fork containing the lamp
was loose and caused the lights, to
show a clear track even when the
switch was open.

The brakemen on the way freight
said they had been on duty for 36
hours, although of their own choice.

USE MORE LIQUOR
IN CANADA NOW.

Inland Revenue Report Shows
Consumption of Spirits and To«
bacco Increased.

——

Ottawa, Oct. 4.—(Special)~The
annual report of the inland revenue
department will show that Canadi-
ans arc consuming more liquor and
\ smoking more tobacco than in the
past.

The consumption of spirits last fis-
cal year was 5.343,954 gallons, or
952 gallong a head of the population.
This is the largest consumption on
record since 1885. In that year it
reached 1.126 gallons a head. The
consumption in some years has fallen
as low as 58 gallons a head, up to
1898 the average consumption of
spirits a head per annum since 1869
was 97 gallons.

Last year the consumption of beer
was 27,688,518 gallons, an average of
6.918. gallons a head of the popula-
tion. The use of beer has been stead-
ily on the increase since 1869. The
consumption last year was the larg-
est on record except in 1902 when it
reached 3,102 gallons a head. The
average since 1869 was 3,182 gal-
lons. .

The consumption of wines remains
about the same .096 per head. The
average quantity of tobacco used per
head per year has been 2,178 lbs. for
35 years. Last year it reached 2,-
765, the largest on record.
