Paris, Feb. 9—The Journal Official
nut snes comparative figures of the for-
eign commerce of France for 1916 and
1915, showing imports for 1916 amount-
ing to.15,159,000,000 francs, an increase
of 4,123,000,000 francs over 1915.

The exports for 1916 amounted to 5,-
115,000,000 francs, an increase" over the
preceding year of 1,178,000,000, showing
that the balance of trade against France
was, in round numbers, 10,000,000,000
francs.

The figures for 1916 are only generally
correct, being subject to rectification.
