DRIVE TURKS OUT
‘ AT BAYONET POINT

Details of Desperate Battle With Servians
Which Ended in Fall of

Ottoman Troops Made First Attack, But Were Repulsed
—Then Servians Charged Under Fearful Hail of Shot
—Great Losses on Both Sides in Balkan War--Bulgarians
Now at Adrianopole

(Canadian Press)

London, Oct. 26—The Turkish troops

were the first to take the offensive in the
desperate battle which ended in the ‘fall
of Kumanova into the hands of the Servian
troops and opened up the way for their
further advance on the stronghold of Us-
kup. ;
The Servian, legation in London has re-
ceived an official account of the fighting,
from which 1t appears that during a driz-
zling rain -and heavy fog' on Wednesday,
the Turkish troops advanced on the Ser-
vian position five miles from Kumanova.

As soon as they came into touch with
the Servian outposts heavy fighting began
and lasted throughout the afternoon. Both
armies suffered severe losses but the Ser-
vians succeeded in staying the Turkish on-
slaught.

The battle was resumed at ome' o’clock
on Thursday morning, the Servighs this
time taking the offensive and attacking the
Turkish troops who had entrenched them-
selves during the lull in the fighting. After
an artillery duel, a. general advance was
‘ordered by the Servian comander at six
{o'clock under cover of the -artillery. The
Turkish field guns replied vigorously.

!infantrymen were iexposed to a sweeping
fire. Nevertheless they stormed the Turk-
ish trenches again and again until finally,
jat. .the point of the bayomet, they drove

It took the Servians four hours to clear

At “ohe period during .the. fighting  the
‘Servian artillery annihilated three squad-

lrons of Turkish cavalry and the Turkish
{lopses are said to have numbered 5,000
{killed and wounded while twelve of their
field guns were captured. The Servian casu-
{nlties also were heavy. They lost many of-
{ficers including two regimental command-
‘ers and several battalion comanders.

The Servian advance guard is now before
.Uksup. according to  the report. At the
|town of Novipazar farther to the north,
‘there was also a brisk battle. After the
town was taken by the Servians, the Turks
attempted to retake it, but were repulsed
and virtually annihilated.

Paris, Oct. 26—-The Matin eays that
news has been received in Paris from
Constantinople through an indirect but re-
liable source to the effect that on Friday
morning the Bulgarians routed the Turk-
ish forces massed at Kavakly between
* Asanbeli- and Novakdira, and that, ae-
cording to the Turkish headquarters staff,
the affair cost the Turks 1,300 men: killed.

Kumanova

London, Oct. 26 —After a four days’
heavy battle the Bulgarians are resting.
There were ‘no reports of fighting yester-
day along the line from Kirk-Klisseh to
Adrianople. The Bulgarians have not yet
decided whether they will attempt to cap-
ture Adrianople by aseault or starve out
its garrison by a siege. The full extent
of the Turkish disaster at Kirk-Kilisssh
is still unknown, but it is'almost certain
that the bulk of the garrison there effect-
ed a retreat from the town before it fell
into the hands of the Bulgarians. . .

The early capture of Kirk-Kilisseh was
a great surprise even to the Bulgarian
staff officers and their allies and the swift
progress of the war was unexpected by
Europe generally. It has been only nine
days since Turkey declared war and yet
events have marched to the point wherve
the possibility of intervention by the pow-
ers already is talked of.

Much interest centres in the nature of
the alliance of the Balkan States. Tt is
said on good authority that one of the
provisions of the alliance is that no one
state shall conclude peace without the
others agreing to do so.

Next in importance to the operatione
in Thrace is the struggle between the Ser-
vians and the Turks in the Kumanovo

region, Conetantinople at last admits the:

vians on Thurkday captured two  fowns
Vuchitrin and Gilan, orf the road hetween

The Montenegrine are pressing their ‘at-
tack on Soutari.. It is reported that the
Turkish garrison at Bcutar] Was'retired t
the heights of Zadriana, south of the town.
This action is interpreted as a preparation
to evacuate Scutari.

The Greeks are continuing their. narths
ward march and yesterday oceupied Kos
ani, about twelve miles northwest of the
town of Servia.

Accounts of the fall of Kirk-Kilisseh re-
ceived here admit that the Turks fought
doggedly, repeatedly repulsing the Buigar-
ians, who, however, always returned to
the charge. The reports says the Bulgar-
ians displayed praiseworthy endurance in

the hand to hand fighting in the vine- E

yards to the north of the town, which be-
gan at dawn after Wednesday night’s at-
tack by the artillery, which had set the
town on fire.

Turkish Losses Heavy

It is now eaid that it wae Asmed, eon
of Mahood Mukatar Pasha, commander of
the Turkish forces at Kirk-Killiseh and
not a son of Ghazi Mukhtar Pasha, the
grand: vizier, who was captured. It is al-
so said that the Turkish columne fled
south and east pureued by the Bulgarians,
fighting rear-guard actions as far as Visa
on the east and Babenski on the south.
The Turkish' losses were more than 2,000
men killed and 2,000 made prisoners. In

their conversations ‘the prisoners gave the
impression that the fortress at Kirk-Kilis-
Bes was on short rations.

" King Ferdinand has sent a stirring nies-
sage to the troops, praising the dash and
gallantry they exhibited in their attack
on - Kirk-Killisseh.

Buigarians Fire Adrianopole
Sofia, Bulgaria, Oct. 26—A portion of
the town of Adrianople has been set on

to privatc despatches.. .The Bulgarian
troops have taken the outlying forts of
Maret, Havare and Sufilar' and have also
captured a railroad station in the extreme
outskirts of the town. Enghteen hundred
prisoners have fallen into their hands.
The Bulgarian army is reported to be
advancing along the whole front, and a
despaich says the Turks are retreating in
panic, while the civilian population is
fleeing toward Constantinople.

The village of Kotchavi was captured by
the Bulgarians yesterday after severe fight-
ing at the point of the bayonet.

Ancther Montenegrin Victory

London, Oct. 26—The Montenegrin army
under General Martinovitch has occupied
Koplik near Tarakosch from' which posi-
tion its artillery can be trained on the
forts of the Turkish city of Scutari accord~
ing to offieial reports received by the Mon-
tenegrin consul here.

The other Montenegrin army commanded
by General Vukotich has defeated a force
of Turkish irregulars entrenched at Rogo-
va. endeavoring to prevent the advance of

"af Bulgatian treops have been observed in
front of the nhorthern and western de-
fences of Adrianopls, according to a des-
patch from that city. It is supposed they
are also strengthening their attacking lines
in front of the northeastern forts. The ex-
odus of the civilian population from the
fighting zone continues, A crowded train
coming from Adrianople was derailed yes-
terday interfupting traffic for twenty-four
sours.

The Turkish council of ministérs yester-
day diecussed possible intervention of the
powers and decided not to entertain any
such proposal at present. Turkey is believ-
ed to be trying to secure the support of
Austria-Hungary. :
At the Pass of Sarandapore

Athens, Greece, Oct. 26—The losses of
the Greek army in the battle at the pass
of Sarandaporo totalled eighteen officers
and 169 soldiers killed; forty officers and
1,037 men wounded. The Turkish losses
were very heavy. The civilian population

in Macedonia is stricken with panic and
many of the families are emigrating to
Egypt.

NEW TRIAL IN ATLAS CASE

Toronto, Oct. 28—Proceedings were set
on foot today with a view to securing a
new trial for Rev. G. M. Atlas, convicted
some time ago of having defrauded the
widow of a murdered Macedonian of $400.
Last night Rev. Mr. Atlas, who was par-
oled from Kingston made serious charges
against Judge Winchester, ex-Detective In-
spector Duncan, and Frank Tremble, son-
in-law of the judge. He emphatically de-
nied ever receiving the money alleged to
have been misappropriated from the ex-
press office adding that his name had been
forged to the express money order and that
the person who committed the alleged for-
gery had the money. Friends express beliof
in the innocence of Mr. Atlas and call
upon the dominion department of justice
to give him the new trial he asked for, and
at which, he says, he can prove the charges
made.

In the family the existence of even one

feeble minded person, and euch cases oc-
cured in apparently perfectly normal fam-
ilies without any apparent explanation,
was usually distressing. If the afflicte
child was to be properly cared for it
would need nearly the entire attention of
one other person and in poor families the
lessening of the earning power of the fam.

The humilia-
tion caused by the presence of such a one
frequently had the disastrous effect of |

In some cases prices were easier this
morning in the country market. Meats
were slightly relieved by arrivals of new
stocks, while there was an abundance of
poultry, and the soft weather combined
with the quantity was expected to force
a decline in prices.

A splendid ex-
ample of what could be done, however,
wag found in Massachusetts, where the
state home cared for 1,500 of the feeble-
minded. = Here they were sheltered and
protected and cared for by specially train-
ed attendants. Thoge who were able to
work were practically self-supporting, and
those who were not were cared for in a
proper manner. The surroundings were
made as pleasant as possible, and the in-
mates were far happier, in most cases,
than they would be at large.
