New York, May 27—The decision by 
which Supreme Court Justice John 
Ford established the right of an Infant 
to sue to recover damages for Injuries 
received while yet unborn, has caused 
a sensation among psychologists and 
members of the medical profession here.

According to Dr. Harris A. Houghton, 
pathologist, and noted writer upon 
medical subjects, the court ruling promis­
es to establish In this city certain ideals 
of the ancient Greeks and, if the trend 
of thought which it seems to indicate 
should be developed, we may look for 
men and women upon this Manhattan 
Isle physically perfect as were the tra­
ditional Hellenes. He said:

“The U. S. court merely has endorsed 
the fact that a baby, during the months 
before birth, is just as much a person as 
it ever becomes after and is entitled 
to all consideration,, legal as well as 
humanitarian, that an adult would have 
a right to expect.”

The decision marks the first time in 
the history of American courts that the 
right of an infant to recover at law 
upon the ground of pre-natal happenings 
has been affirmed. ""

It was the result of a suit brought 
by four-weeks-old Joseph Drobner, 
through /his mother, for injuries re­
ceived on April 17, last ,seven days be­
fore his birth, when the mother fell into 
an open coal chute. When, upon the 
birth of little Joseph it was discovered 
that he will go through life with arms, 
body and head all awry because of the 
fall his parents determined to ask $10,- 
000 damages from the owner of the 
coal chute.

In summing up the case, Judge Ford 
declared that it was little different than 
if the mother had been carrying her in­
fant in her arms. He said:
