TAKING OF THE CENSUS.

A Portion of the Excellent Sermon
Preached by Rev. L. @. Macneill
Last Evening.

Last evening Rev. L. G. Macneill
preached at St. Andrew’s church from
Numbers 2, xxvi “Take the sum of all
the congregation of the children of Israel
from twenty years old and upward
throughout their father’s house, all that
are able to go to war in Israel.”

«It is only ninety years,” said the
pastor, “since the first effort to take the
census of Great Britain was made. Before
the beginning of the present century the
number of the peoplein the empire could
only be guessed at, and the guesses were
vague and contradictory. Ever since
1801 an enumeration of the people has
been made decennially. Hence it is that
at the present time thousands of men
are busy at the interesting work of
gathering facts and figures relating to
the population of the empire, and in
the course of a few months we shall know
much about our country’s progress that
can only be learned after careful and
specific search.

“The term ‘census’ is of Roman origin,
it having been one of the functions of
the high officer called Censor, to prepare
an enumeration of the people upon which
the rights and obligations of the various
classes might be adjusted. The term
came,in later Roman history, to indicate
the taxation which was regulated by the
population. * * * But though the term
‘wensus’ is only as old as Rome; the
numbering of the people is of very
ancient origin. In the old Testament,
there is mention made of twelve censuses

—three under the direction of Moges, one
each under David, Solomon, Rehoboam,
Abijah, Jehoshaphat, Amaziah, Uzziah
and two under Zerubbahel.”

The first thing to be learned from the
text was that God is interested in human
concerns. Jehovah is watchful over
bis human creatures and takes cogniz-
ance of their progress and growth. God,
as the Great Father, the Head of a
well-governed household, will not only
govern by general laws. He will also
have countless occasions for personal,
loving, wise intervention, to train, in-
struct, descipline, sympathize with and
help. God’s order to Moses to number
the childred of Israel showed His inter-
est in the people themselves. He did
not consider it beneath His interest to
count the men, women and children
whose names were not known to history,
the nobodies so to speak of Israel.

The second lesson to be learned was
that God remembers His promises. God
had promised Moses to make of the
children of Israel a -great nation. He
would make them exceeding fruitful and
multiply their seed as the stars of the
heaven, and the method He took to
show that this end had been accomplish-
ed, was to number them.

Still another lesson could be learned
from that command,—how God watches
the growth and progress of nations. And,
if God is the same yesterday, to-day and
forever, we must believe that he is even
now watching the growth and develop-
ment of the nation to which we belong.
Ours is a vastly more extensive popula-
tion than thatwhich Moses was bidden to
number, and it cannot but be of interest
to the Great King of nations to watch the
progress of our national life and to note
how our population is rapidly increasing.
He watches our expanding trade, and
notes our accumulating wealth. As in
ancient Israel, He saw much
that could not be approved of, so, doubt-
less, in modern Canada all is not such
as will secure his praise. “Yet let us
hope” said the reverend gentleman,"and
believe that the great Supreme Sover-
eign under whom Queen Victoria reigns
is not an uninterested spectator of the
facts soon to be revealed by the census
that is being taken. It gives him pleas-
uré to look down upon our prosperous,
contented, growing and happy Canada.”

Mayor Lockhart om Harbor Impoves
ment.
To e EprTor oF THE GAZETTE:—
Sir:--As I have been unable to see a
large part of the electors and explain my
views on the harbor improvement
question, I will with your permission as
briéfly as possible do so through the
columns of the Gazerre. The proposed
contract is as follows : To pay a subsidy
of $5000 per year for 20 years for the
erection of deep water wharves with
warehouses and elevator on the west
side of the harbor, the cost te ap-
proximate $400,000 ; work to commence
at once and subsidy to begin on com-
pletion of she work to the ;satisfaction of
the city authorities; any time within
five years after the work is finished the
city to have the option of taking over the
property at a valuation to be fixed by
arbitration.
These are I think the main points of
the contract. Please bear in mind, we
pay $5,000 per year for 20 years, after
that nothing; to offset this subsidy
we will receive in ground rent $1,000 per
year and taxes on a valuation of three
quarters of the costof the improvements
which will be $300,000; this at $1,42
the last rate of assessment, would give
the city $4,260 making a total including
ground rent of §5,260 per annum less $5000
subsidy leaving to the credit of the city
$260 over amount of subsidy, thus giving
all the harbor improvements and accom-
odations: which are absolutely needed
and will largely increase the trade of
the port, at no cost whatever to the city
but, on the contrary, will yield a
small revenue, and at the expiration of
20 years wifl give an assessed income to

annum,

The plan endorsed by Mr. Peters, one
of my compsatitors for the mayoralty, is
to expend to the extent of § 250,000 on
the west side, the work to be undertaken
by the city.
