Counterfeiting “Plant - Discov-

London, Jan. 9.—That there = were
sight or more desperate men, armed
with the most modern of high  power
automatic pistols, barricaded in  the
Sidney street house during last Tues-
day's battle with the police and Scots
Guards, was proved Saturday night
when searchers. found. six - additional
charred bodies in the ruins.. Two were
found immediately after the battle.

In addition to the bodies, the police

found one of the mest complete coin-
ing plants they “have : ever seen. As
many of the dies were for . foreign
.oins, the continental police have been
notified and an interchange of cables
indicates that the men were connected
with an international band oficounter-
feiters.

Perhaps the most startling admission
of the police, however, is that the dead
men may have  had no cdnnection
whatever with the recent tragedy in
Houndsditch, when three unarmed po-
licemen were shot to death by a band
of robbers engaged ifh tunnelling their
way into a large jewelry establishment.

Nor ~was this the only
lack of humor, for the ‘party which
reviled American dollars has returned
to the House of Commons Mr., Waldorf
Astor; an estimable mum m!monalre
of New York.”

Chief Thomas Davis has compiled
his'annual report on the work of the
fire department and the same will be
presented at this evening’s meeting of
the city council and-ordered printed. Tt
shows that the year's loss oecasioned
by fire amounted to $573,896.60, prac-
tically all of which is.accounted for by
the conflagration in thé business sec-
tion-of -the city on the night of Octo-
ber 268.. The chief’s report reads:

*“I herewith present you with a
synopsis of my report, of the number
of 'alarms responded to by the depart-
ment, loss by fire on buildings and con-
tents, and insurance on same, also per-
mits -granted, notices served, and
buildings inspected for the year end-
ing 1910. Up to the evening of the
Spencer fire on October 265 1910, the
fire loss was very small. While this

foss, I am pleased to state; after tak-
ing into consideration the building-and
the nature of its contents, the progress
the fire had before an alarm: wasy
lturned in, and no way to-fight it, oniy
Trom the two sides to any asdvantage;:

partment under such ecircumstances
leould have done any better than the
members ¢f' the Victoria fire depart-
ment did in confining the fire to the
larea that was burnt. The new ap-
paratus, fire halls and the addition of
new men to man the - same, will put
this city to the front assone of the best
equipped fire departments for its size;
