firm check on the new Russian parlia-
ment and to exclude certain subjects
from coasideration by the people’s repre-
sentatives. The composition of the coun-
cil of the empire, or upper house of the
national assembly, . with one-half appoint-
ed by the Emperor and twenty-six elected
irom the nobility and clergy, not count-
ing scattering supporters from
classes, scems to insure a pliable major-
ity in the council to check the national
assembly should the majority in the coun-
cil be in opposition to the crown.

The government carefully retains tha
rower to promulgate. ‘“temporary” laws
during the recess of parliament. And as
parliament is subject to dissolution by a
ukase of the Emperor, the government 1s
thus in a position in time of stress to get
rid of an obnoxious legislature and pro-
claim such laws as it deems necessary to
meet the emergency.

A feature of the law which seems to
effectually bar ‘‘reds” from membership
in- the rational assembly is a provision
exacting from the persons elected an oath
of fidelity to ‘‘Emperor, Autocrat and
Holy Russia.” The most significant ar-
ticle, however, is one retaining certain
provisions of an existing law which Is
mentioned only by number. This inno-
cent looking provision is far reaching,
placing beyond the jurisdiction of the
parliament and consigning ‘to existing
commissions of the council of the empire
composed solely of members appointed by
the crown, for consideration, the follow-
ing: 1. Reports of the minister of finance
on the .state treasury; 2. Charges of mal-
feasance against members of the coun-
cil of the empire, ministers, governor-
generals and commanders-in-chief of land
or sea forces. 3. Establishment of stock
companies . with special privileges. 4.

ARMY ESTIMATES.

The New Government Adopts These Pre-
pared by Their Predecessors.
London, March 6.—A memorandum at-
tached to the army estimates was issued
te-night.

$148,630,000, which is a reduction of only
$33.000 on the previous year: As in the
case of the navy, the new governmant
has simply adopted the estimates pre-
With these,
including $180,000,000 for the navy and na-
tion’s defence bill, is mnearly $330,000,000
which destroyed any possibility of « large
budget surplus or a substantial reduction

of taxation.
