The ‘miners will to-day make| their
answer to [the operators’ ofter to re-
new the present agreement for three
vears. President Lewis, of the miners
imion, has |not announced what his
answer will be, but it is nhot improb-
2ble that he will accept the operators’
proposition | if they will |consent to
make certain changes in [the present
working drrangement for which some
of the miners in different|sectipns of
the anthragite regions .are clamering,
Judging from the attitude taken by
the operators some time agp, which at-
titude has {not been changed by the
presenit negotiations, it is not likely
that: thé coal presidents will concede
the mén muych. If this turns out to be
the-éase, it|is declared by the men that
they will dither call a convention of
the anthradite miners, or cal into ses-
sion 'the infernational executive board
of the union to decide upon the next
step. The full committee of anthracite

ADVERTISE CITY
WITH FLOWERS

PROPOSITION MADE
FOR SEATTLE FAIR

Edgar Wallace Advises 10,000
Free Bouquets a
Day.

Colonel Hutchison did not arrive to
address the board of trade on the work
of the Alaska-Yukon Exhibition yes-
terday afternoon, but some practicdl
schemes were discussed for advertising
the city. A telegram was received from
one of the Colonel's assistants in Se-
attle stating that he was absent: in
Vancouver, but that he would’' be back
within a short time and would'be' glad
to meet the board,

Edgar Wallace, manager of Flewins
Gardens, told of having met “the" city
counci] in company with J. R. Anderson
and F. B. Pemberton, for “the purpose
of laying before them a suggestion that
they should erect a tent and establish a
flower show at the Alaska-Yukon Ex-
position. Flowers could be  shipped
from this city daily from the private
gardens, such men as R. Beaven, J."C.
Newberry, F. B, Pemberton and a num-
ber of others having promised to donte
all the flowers that were needed. This
would be a great attraction, as it would
be visited by all who attended .the ex-
kibition, and would be a fine advertlse-
ment for the city.

Another proposal they had made ‘was
that the citizens should open their gar-
dens to visitors. A number had prom-
ised to do this if the others would fol-
low suit.

Still a third plan the same g’entleman
proposed was for the city to plant an
acre of sweet peas, the flowers from
which could be shipped to Seattle and
distributed to about ‘ten thousand-la-
dies every day in‘ small bouquets sur-
rounded by a smal] soft-metal clasp'on |
which would be engraved the words, |
“From ' Victoria the Beautiful’* This, .
Mr. Wallace .said, would advertise the '
city as nothing -else possibly could. Tt
would be an'unique plan. He could not
imagine anything that could prove as
effective. He would like to ‘have the
board endorse the scheme. The alder-
men were individually in favor of the
flower show but this latest plan ‘was
new and had not yet been made public.

Continuing, Mr. Wallace said that the
cactus dahlia was to be the great Se-
attle flower this year. Victoria could
easily beat Seattle in growing this
flower and quantities of these could be
sent over every day.

The matter was discussed at ' sdtie
length, and in answér to Colonel Prior,
Mr. Wallace said his estimate of the
suny’rgduired to put his plan in Hpera-
tion*wasild be something like" $2,000. -

A'resoltition was moved by Mt”!fm
that a committee consisting of’ Mesgps.
‘Wallace, Genge and ‘Shallcross should
be appointed to lay the matter before
the city council, and to ask them' to
give effect to the proposal,

An amendment that it be laid before
the Victoria Development League’ niet
with-more favor, however, and it “was
decided that as the city was being ask-
ed for a contribution to the league this
would be the best plan to adopt. Mr.
Mara therefore withdrew hls motlon
and the other wasg carried.

Mr, Wallace in discussing the propo-
sition with a Times representative, ‘ex-
pressed hig conviction that the plan.he
had proposed would be an effective ad-
vertisement. Victoria was noted for
her flowers. Here then. he said, was
the chance of a lifetime to let the peo-
ple of the world know that thig cor-
ner.of the world was unigue.in this re-
gard. “Fancy the effect it would have,”
he' said. “Hére would be sweet peas
such as the visitors from the east had
never seen before, given them free, and
with the name of Victoria connected
with them. ‘It has been proven that
both in the matter of varieties 8srown,
and also in the quality of the ﬂowers
there is no place on the continent that
can compare with this city in the rais-
ing of sweet peas. Everyone llkes
them. The cost would not be great con-
sidering the amount of advertising
that would result.”

“There is one point that must be con-
sidered, however,” continued Mr. Wal-
lace, “and that is that whatever is to
be done either.in the matter of the dis-
tribution of sweet peas or in the estab-
lishment of a flower show, shall be - -ge-
cided upon at once in order that agde-
quate preparations may be made .in the.
way of planting.”
