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THE GOVERNMENT IN HASTE.

Yesterday’s record serves to show
how careful and capable the present
government are in regard to legislation
affectiug public ‘intetests. The house
has now been in session . for three
months, and yet several measures of
great importance which could have bgen
presented for comsideration long. ago
were introdnced and rushed ‘through in
one da¥. A bill providing for the grant
of large tracts of. Tand—5,120" acres per
mile—to the three proposed Yukon- rail-
ways was presented and rushed through
all its stages with hardly a word of dis-
cussion. A bill to provide for the bor-
rowing of $100,000 for the completion
of the parliament buildiugs was treated
in the same way. This sum may be &
mere bagatelle to the government, but
it looks rather large in light of the fact
that ministers pledged their words that
the proceeds of the first loan would be
sufficient. However, ministers do/ ot
care much for their pledges these days.
Four other bills, large and small, were
read three times and passed yesterday.
their provisions being apparently taken
on trust. Besides these, nearly a dozen
measures had to be passed through com-
mittee and given their third readings,
and some of them had their second
readings as well:. ‘Amendments to the
placer mining law, the-land laws and
other important matters were hastily
“railroaded” through. All ithis after
weeks offtime had been wasted by the
government’s dilly-dallying. British
Columbians need not wonder that their
public affairs are so grossly mismanaged
when they see this striking dllustmation
of the government’'s methods.

IN THE NAME OF JUSTICE.

Eastern papers comment with deserv-
ed severity on the state of the law: which
allows such outrages as that perpetrated
on Dr. Cameron in conmection with the
charge of libel preferred against him by
W. L. Hogg, of Montreal. The facts of
the case are shown elsewhere, and those
who look at them will be apt to agree
that the law should permit.' no such
treatment of any citizen. The following
comments- from the Mountreal “Witness
appear decidedly c.rrect: ]

“Whether Dr. Cameron libelled Mr.
Hogg or not is of much more interest to
themselves and their immediate friends
than to the public. What the public is
very much interested in is the fact that
a gentleman could be dragged out of his
bed at an early hour in the morning by
a private detective armed with a warrant
issued by a magistrate three thousand
miles away; that within twenty minutes
of his being awakened; and notwith-
standing that he was suffering from a
severe cold, he could be put into a stage
coach to drive sixtiy-five miles to the
nearest railway station, and then put on
a train to convey him all the way across
the continent to answer an accusation of
libel; that he could even remrain six
months without eyen an indictment being
Iaid against him—these are facts ‘of the
very deepest concern to every citizen.
In general, it may be right that a person
should answer for a crime in the place
where it is commitied, but when,
as in the “case of libel, the al-
leged offence may been held to have been
constructively committed in a hundred
different places, the rule ceases to have
force. The larger newspapers circulate |
in all the provinces in the Dominion,
and until a few years ago a newspaper
publisher was liable to be dragged from
one end of the Dominion to the other
for trial. upon any' charge of libel, how-
ever unfounded, that any person chose
to prefer. The absurdity of this was
so apparent that it was enacted that
‘every proprietor, publisher, editor _or
other person charged with the publica-
tion in a newspaper of any defamnatory
libel shall be dealt ‘with, indicted, trf1ed
and punished in the province in which
he resides or in which such newspaper
is printed” In Dr. Cameron’s case the
alleged libel was published in a ('lr(fulz'ir
addressed to his fellow shareholders in
the Granite Creek company. The pri'q
ciple admitted in the law relating to li-
bels in newspapers. is certainly applic-
Able to all cases of a si‘milar nature, m}.d
we hope that the minister of justice will
be able to give the matter his attention.
If a persom leave one proviace to com-
mit a crime in amnother, it is of course
not reasonable that the couwntry should
be put to the expense of taking all the
witnesses to the provimce where the of-
fender was domiciled. The trial should
be had where the offence was actually
committed, and wherein the vast ma-
jority of cases all the svitnesses will be
found. But this principle ought not to
be -through legal miceties the means of
prastituting the law and making it an
engine of oppression and persecution, as
we can see it might easily become. We
have not seen in any reports of the case
any reference to Dr. Cameron’s return
ticket to British Columbia. The oblig-
ing detective did not furnish him with
that.”

CHILLIWACK ELECTION.

Chilliwack has elected Mr. Vedder,
the opposition candidate, by a larger ma-
jority than it gave the late member, Mr.
Kitchen. The latter was'persomnally an
exceptionally strong candidate, and the
fact that the district has given his suc-
¢essor a larger vote than his is extreme-
ly significant, The result appears all
the more striking in light of the strenu-
ous effort made by the government to
capture the constitueney and obtain from
it an endorsement of-its “railway pol-
icy.” The electors of Chilliwack were
too intelligent to be ~deceived by the
specious arguments advanced on behalf
of the government., In that regard they
are’ duite in harmony with thc people’
of .the. province generally.’ There is no’

“British Columbia is confronted wich
the Chinese problem, and although the
rresent tax of $30 per head has lessened
the evil it has by no means effected a
cure. The agitation for more effective
exclusion is opposed by many open-heart-
ed, philanthropic people in eastern. Can-
ada who are actuated by the highest
| motives. As ,a  rule they have never
ilivc—d on the Pagific coast sufficiently
f'long to study the Chinaman in his im-
' ported national habits and customs; for
a closer acquaintance invariably makes
converts to the eXclusion policy. It is
opposed also by, a few who hope to profit
personally by the lessening of wages.
There is, too, an instinctive aversion to-
ward excluding any class or race from
a free country. This aversion cannot
be logically supported. The ultimate ob-
ject of all legislation is the buiiding up
of a mation, founded wupon a superior
srandard-of -‘manhood:  To that emd we
tax ourselves t¢ secure a desirable-class
if immigrants, and it is equally -essen-
, tial and ‘equally -sénnd in policy- that we
I exclude ali classes likely to lower the
standard of living.or lower the tone of
citizenship. A judicious exclusion of the
vndesiralble class is essenfial to a sournd
immigration policy. It is a common argu-
ment to compare the Chinaman to a la-
| ber-saving machme, but the crror of that
position consists in a failure to perceive
the difference between saving and sav-
ing wages. The distinction is less ob-
vious to those who regard wages as one
item of expeuse than to wage workers.
The Chinaman does not save labor. It
requires as much labor for a Chinaman
as for a white man to awccomplish a giv-
en roesult. Familiar arguments are =a
sufficient excuse for repeating such
truisms. If one white man can do the
werk of two Chinamen the rule is‘equal-
ly true. The daily wages of" the low-
grade worker minst Le less thgn that of
i the white man, otherwise there -would be.
no cheapening of labor or saving, of.
wages. Apart from any confusion as to
ime wages for high and low-grade la-
bor, the introduction of the Chinamag
means a lessening of the reward for hu-
nen effort and a lowering of the stand-
ard of living.

“It is often. urged that many indus-
tries cannot be developed without cheap
labor. That is undoubtedly true, but it
can me unhesitatingly asserted that in
the best interests of the Dominion such
industries should remain undeveloped.
The lowering of the standard of living is
too high a price to pay for any econom-
ic change. Such development sacrifices
the ultimate object to the means; for in-
dustrial progress is only a means to-
wards a better standard of citizenship.
It has been argued that industries made
possible by cheap lubor or obtainable only
from Chiramen will give employment to
white labor in other industries. While
that is true, it ignores the fact that the
wages of the white. workers will tend
inevitably toward the minimum fixed by
the inferior-race.. It will be impossible
for:the white lgborers to obtain higher
rewards: for-their-efforts ‘than the stand-
ard fixed by the Chinese in those indus-
tries depending’ on the cheapening of
human effort. The price of labor, like
the price of every other commodity, is
fixed by the cheapest in the market. If
the cheapening of labor starts a new in-
dustry, that will not and cannot pre-
vent the cheapness from spreading to all
industries, The <Chinamen in the
“gheap” industry are always ready to
improve their condition by a change.
and other workers must come-  to the
“cheap” level to hold their positions.
The influence of Chinese morality or im-
morality is often discussed. There is no
danger of a self-respecting Canadian
workman copying the Chinaman’s petty
gambling, opium-smoking or more dis-
! gusting viges. These are the natural re-
| Sults of the Chinaman’s low standard of
i living. But there is a real danger’ of
'an approach to that “condition by the
same influences which have degraded
_the Chinese and made them an inferior
people. Let the white laborers be forced
by competition for leave to work to live
huddled in small rooms, to forego every-
thing in the nature of domestie life, to
lose all ambition for 'material advance-
ment or even respectable appearance,
and the vices and diseases of the -Chin-
ese will soon appear among them. It is
not by a vicious example, bt by the
lowering of the standard of living that
the Oriental can corrupt the Canadian
workman.' . The necessity of maintaining
a high standard ¢f living should-mnever
be lost to sight in the class struggles
‘and antagonisms inseparable .from in-
dustrial development., The .courgge am-

story of Greek defeats. The powers arc
now ‘anxiods- that hostilities be - énded.
| Turkey, however, does not seem disposed
| to .arrest her army im the midst of its
| trinmphs, The war party at the Yildiz
| Kiosk is very’ strong and wishes to com-
I pletely humble ' Greece; therefore it is
| urging the_sultan’ not to stop his troops
until Edhem Pasha is quartered in Ath-
lens. - Yildiz Kiosk 'is represented as be-
iing at the present.moment in an extraor-
dinary state of excitement. The vyar-
ious parties with their conflicting inter-
ests are each trying to reap the greatest
advantages from the present opportunity,
The Turkish government, after many fu-
tile attempts elsewhere;: has concluded a

| loan with the lighthouse administration

for £500,000 at 9 pér cent. Part of this
money will be devoted to war purposes.
The impressior ‘now' prevails, howerver,
that an armistice will soon be arranged.
It appears that King George has asked
the powers, through the Czar, to me-
diate, and it is said the Greek govern-
ment widll follow immediately with an
official request for mediation. Greece
will have to yield in regard to the evacu-
ation of Crete. Germany strongly in-
sists on this point, considering interven-
tion to be utterly useless while the Greek
troops remain in Crete.  France, Great
Britain and Italy are .isposed to be
mare lenient, hu' they: are overridden
by Germany. The first step, therefore,
in intervention will be a rencwed appeal
to Greece to evacuate the island of
Crete, and then it will depend upon the
Greek premier, M. Ralli, whether the
powers will or wil not summon the
porte ‘to withdraw the Turkish army
from Thessaly. )

The-negotiations-will be extremely dif-
ficult on account of the question of in-
demnity. All the cabinets donsider:ibat
Greece, as u. matfer of  counse, shonld
pay Turkey’s war expenses, but it is
doubtful if Greece ‘will be ablé ‘to piy
a cent. The sultan wishes to keep Thes-
saly in pawn until the money is paid, or
Europe guaramtees the payment of the
indemnity. - The powers are indisposed to
consent to.thisP”and Great Britain and
Italy put forward the suggestion that
the Greek fleet be delivered to Turkey
as al pledge for payment.

The' pewers are exertlng their in-
fluence to maintain King Gorge upon the

| throne of Greece, and it is stated that

the Russian minister at Athens has de-
clared to M. Ralli that if Greece remains
loyal to her royal family the powers will
do their best to lessen the faull burden
of war, but should the Greeks bring a
catastrophe upon the royal house the
powers will unrelentingly let things take

AFFAIRS AT BERLIN. ,

Berlin, May 8.—Throughout the week
the entire press has been full of rumors
of a-cabinet crisis, and the wildest and
most conflicting statéments have been
rublished-on the subject. The corres-
pondént of the Associated Press = here
learns om reliable ' anthority that the
fdcts of the case are as follows: :

The resignations of the Imperial chan-
ceilor, Prince Hohenlohe, and the min-
ister of foreign affairs, Baron von Bie-
berstein, have been in the hands of the
Emperor for weeks, but no action has
yet been taken. On, Wednesday His
Majesty had-a,long conversation wita
Prince Hohenlohe, and later he received
Baron von Bieberstein. Upon this oc-
casion, the foreigm, domestic and politi-
cal situation was disecussed. Regard-
ing the internal troubles, the Prussian
lawm of associations and the military
irials bill was discussed, and no agree-
ment was reached. The Emperor also
spoke of determined opposition to the
rolicy of Baron von Bieberstein! upon
the'part of the Agrarians and Conserva-
tives, and even the National Liberals,
and quoted the interpellation of the BOV-
ernment on the subject of the Dingley
Lill in support of his remarks. Just for

moment it {8 certain the present cab-
iret will retain their posts, Both Prince
Hohenlohe "and ‘Baréen’ von. Biebsrstein
willk"wait for a more opporfune moment
to press their resigmations.

The statement made in several Ger-
man newspapers that Gen. Count von
Waldersee, the military governor of
Berlin, is the coming minister, and that
he has already -worked out the pro-
gramme for his future -administration,,
which has been approved by the Emper-
er, is pure fiction. His Majesty thus
far has not offered the chancellorship to
any one. but in case Prince Hohenlohe,
who*is thnroughly tired of office” fctual::
Iy leaves his post his mostlikely succes-
sor is Count Philip Rulenberg. the Ger-
man ambassador at Vienna. - Von Wal-
dersee was' pushed for office by the
Prince Bismarck opposition. He has no
chances whatever.

ANGRY WITH THE STATES.

The Jll)x‘ngley bill debate in the Reich-
slag -has 4qttracted much ; -attention”
throughout the Germam empire and the
newspapers are full of it.

States.
