GRATIFYING PROGRESS
ON THE SEWER WORK

James Bay District Has Been Completed 

—Operations on Douglas Street — 

Paving Programme.

The work of sewea- extension author­
ized under the special loan by-law is pro­
ceeding satisfactorily, the weather for 
the past few. months Heaving been exceed­
ingly favorable for work. The James 
Bay section has been completed as well 
as the area in the vicinity of east Pan­
dora avenue, and the workmen are now 
employed on Douglas street. All those 
parts of the city t not -included in what 
are known as tie- pumping areas are to 
be sewered, and it is expected that from 
sixty-five to seventy thousand dollars 
will be expended this year. Altogether 
it will likely be a couple of years yet be­
fore the total appropriation is exhausted.

The “pumping areas’* are the lower 
sections of the city which cannot be 
drained into the Cook street sewer by 
gravitation. On these streets, where the 
pipes are lying deep, an excellent plan 
has been adopted by which a Consider­
able savinfe is effected. A shaft is sunk 
and a tunnel large enough to admit a 
man, and» connecting pipe run through 
the earth jpvery twenty feet. This saves 
the removal of the large quantity of

SIXTEEN SOLDIERS KILLED

And Many Injured in Railway Wrecks 
Were on Their Way to Review.

Rome, Aug. 28.—A disastrous railway 
accident has cut short the festivities and 
demonstrations in honor of the King 
and Queen at .Udine, on the eastern fron­
tier, sixty miles from v enice, where the 
sovereigns had gone to view the grand 
army manoeuvres. At 1 o’clock last 
night, near Udine, a train overflowing 
with soldiers, collided with a freight 
train and sixteen soldiers were killed 
and over sixty injured. The trains took 
fire a few minutes after the collision, but 
iif© flames were soon extinguished.

TREGEAR WORKINGS

Mining Experts Have Strong Faith in 

the Strike Which Has Been 

Made.

The strike on the Lenora mine at Mt. 
Sicker has in no respect been exaggerat­
ed. In fact a visit to the camp and scene 
of the new operations reveals the fact 
that Manager Nicholas Tregear has un­
derestimated the find, and has been 
keeping, the true value of it in the back­
ground. Those who know Mr. Tregear 
realizé that this is the character of the
man. He is essentially a miner and not 
a boomer- Hence he said nothing about 
his rich discovery on what is now 
known as the Tregear vein.

Thursday a small party visited the 
mine comprised of Roland Machin, presi­
dent of the local branch of the Provin­
cial Miners’ Association;
Goodacre and. Wm. Wilson, all creditors 
of the company, and J. S. H. Matson. 
They returned to-day highly delighted 
with the outlook for the mine in conse­
quence of the rich showing made in this 
new lead.

Capt. Fitzstubbs, One of British Co­
lumbia’s Pioneers. Passed Away 

on the 19th Inst. Chief Engineer Believes She Ca

The intelligence of the death of Capt. 

Napoleon Fitzstubbs has been received 
in the city. It occurred on the 19th of 
this month at Santa Monica, Cal.

The deceased was well known through­
out the province, especially to the older 
section. Since (the Cariboo days lie had 
been identified in various ways with the 
history of British Columbia, and became 
known throughout the whole country.

He had formerly been an officer in a 
regiment of the line in England. In 1861 
he came, to British Columbm, and for 
some time was a member of the convoy 
which accompanied the stage out of the 
Cariboo country. He afterwards pros­
pected through CflSsiar and other parts 
of the province. Later he was made 
gold commissioner at Nelson, and upon 
retiring from that position left for 
Santa Monica to spend the reneainder of 
his days.

Capt. Fitzstubbs was about 70 years 
of age.

GERMAN ARMY RECRUITS.

Heart Trouble Among Youths Creates 
Alarm—Some o* tne Causes.

Berlin, Aug. 29.—Prussian military 
authorities are becoming alarmed at 
what they term the degeneration of the 
German youth. In countries like Ger- 
manyt where a term of military service 
is required of every able man, the ex­
aminations for army fitness are pretty 
apt to indicate the true state of the na­
tion’s health, and when seventeen out 
of every* 1,000 applicants have weak 
hearts, it is no wonder that the authori­
ties decide there is something wrong.

Between the years of 1881 and 1886 
the annual average of persons with heart 
trouble was low, only 1.5 per 1,000, and 
high-water mark was reached in 1898, 
when the average was found to be 17.4.

Perhaps the best opinion on th© cause 
of this state of affairs is that offered by 
Dr. Strieker, the army surgeon, who has 
given the matter careful study. He de­
clares that overwork, irregular exercise 
and immoderate and too early use of to­
bacco and intoxicants are responsible for 
much of the trouble. Another point to 
which the doctor calls attention is the 
practice of putting children to work too 
early. As they often are required to toil 
beyond their strength, the strain, with 
irregular hours of rest, results in prema­
ture breakdowns, which, the doctor is 
positive, have much to do with the 
eral standard of ehealth.
