A sad death occurred this morning 
When James E. Fraser was drowned 
in Asbbum Lake. Deceased, who was 
a son of Alexander Fraser, a black­
smith In the employ of the I. C. R. and 
who for some time past has been work­
ing In Moncton went out to Ashbum 
Lake yesterday to spend a week with 
Charles Nevine and the report is that 
this morning he took a email boat and 
went out alone to the middle of the 
lake and Jumped overboard and drown­
ed before help could reach him.

Deceased was for years employed 
with Manchester, Robertson & Allison, 
and when Mr. Belyea retired from the 
employ of the firm to go In business 
with hla brother, Mr. Fraser was pro­
moted to the position vacated by Mr. 
Belyea. Shortly after this he showed 
signs of Insanity and later spent some 
time In the provincial asylum, from 
which Institution he was discharged 
only a day or two ago. He had many 
friends In this city who will deeply 
sympathize with the afflicted family. 
Deceased’s father and sister reside at 
297 City Road.

As far as known up to the time of 
going to press the body had not been 
recovered, but a nümber of Mr. Fraser’s 
friends have gone out and every effort 
will he made to recover the body.

Little did the

fully sleeping in an unused attic a few 
doors above her home, her parents 
were passing a night of fruitless search 
for her, almost frantic in the uncer­
tainty of her fate.

Last night, shortly before nine p. m„ 
the child’s father, John McAnulty, took 
the little one and an elder sister of 
four years up to Main street to buy 
them some candy. After they had got 
their sweets he brought them back as 
far as the head of Iking wharf and told 
them to go home. The elder child went 
down and rejoined her mother, who 
was sitting on the front door step. As 
May did not rejoin her Mrs, Mc­
Anulty thought that she had remained 
with her father. Mr. McAnulty re­
turned lfi about half an hour without 
May and It was then known that she 
was missing.

A search was immediately set on foot, 
anxious friends taking part. Until 
early this morning the search was kept 
up without discovering any trace of 
the missing child. Every nearby hole 
an cranny into which the child could 
possibly stray was examined. At last 
the searchers came to the conclusion 
that the child had either fallen over 
the wharf and was drowned or had 
been taken away by some person.

Early this morning, while the search 
was still going on one of the party 
heard the cry of a child. It was be­
lieved that the cry came from under 
the wharf and an investigation was 
Immediately made. Nothing, however, 
was found of the child and it was con­
cluded that the cry was caused by 
something else.

About half-past nine o’clock this 
miming Mrs, Francis Crowley, who 
resides in the second story at No. 3 
Long wharf, had occasion to go up 
Into the vacant attic Just above her. 
As she entered she was alarmed to see 
the still form of a child lying on the 
dusty floor. In a moment she recog­
nized the child’s dress as that belong­
ing to Mr. McAnulty’s missing baby. 
At first she thought the child dead, so 
still did It Us, but going nearer she 
saw that it was Just sleeeping quietly. 
She tenderly lifted the sleeping form 
and took it to Its weeping mother. 
The restoration of the lost child to its 
mother was most affecting.

It to now known that the little girl 
after leaving her father last night came 
down the wharf and by mistake en­
tered the wrong house. As Mr, Mc­
Anulty lives up two flights of stairs 
the child crawled up to the unused 
attic, thinking It was going to Its own 
home. When It arrived there and 
found its mistake It probably cried for 

time and then, tired out, fell as-

RUSSIAN LIE NAILED.

ANDERSON’S ■iLONDON, Aug. 4,—Secret ry John­
son, of the Peninsular and Oriental 
Steamship Company writes to the 
Times an absolute contradiction of the 
Russian official statement that the 
captain of the Malacca (seized in the 
Red Sea by the Russian volunteer fleet 
steamer St. Petersburg and subse­
quently released at Algiers), refused to 
show the ship’s papers. He says that 
not only were the manifests given up, 
but that several of the ship's people 
were sent aboard the St. Petersburg 
for examination as to the cargo, and 
were even offered inducements to give 
such information as would justify the 
seizure of the vessel. The Russians, 
Mr. Johnson says, thought they had 
got a rich prize and were prepared to 
bribe the officers of the Malacca In or­
der to assist them towards that con­
summation. He adds that the so-call­
ed examination of the Malacca at Al­
giers consisted merely of the opening 
of one hatch, showing that the stores 
were marked with a broad arrow and 
that this examination occupied only 
flv. minutée.

ST. PETERSBURG. Aug. 4;—The 
army organ makes no effort to fore­
shadow events In the future of the Far 
East, and gives no clue to General 
Kuropatkln’s Intentions, but It de­
clares that the events of the last ten 
days demonstrate conclusively that the 
Japanese objective since the beginning 
of the war seemed to strike the main 
army of the Russians and not, as pop­
ularly supposed, to take Port Arthur. 
The paper says the Japanese general 
advance began July 23rd, the taking of 
Ta Tche Kiao being a signal for the 
final struggle in the valley of the Uao 
river. On July 31st, after six days pre­
paration the armies of Generals Oku 
and Nodseu moved against Hal Cheng. 
The same day Gen. Kurokl began ad­
vancing on Liao Cheng, rushing the 

sltion of the Russian eastern army 
Yangse Pass and that of General 

Herschelmann at Yashu Pass equiv­
alent to the Japanese "Yashullntzi." 
This paper estimates the strength of 
КигоЦІ’в army at 120,000 men, of which 
number 60,000 are on high road to Liao 
Yang, 30,000 are on the Salmantsza Liao 
Rang road, 30,000 on the road to Muk­
den and 10,000 In reserve. The paper 
does not give the figures of General 
Oku’e and Nodsu's armies, which are 
believed to bring the total close to 
200,000. The sailing of the cruiser div­
ision of the Baltic squadron has been 
postponed for a fortnight. The cruiser 
Oleg and the transport Kamtchatka are 
ready to go Into commission. The ves­
sels now commissioned are the battle­
ship Alexander II, the battleship Nav- 
adin, the battleship Osllabia, the pro­
tected cruiser Aurora, the battleship 
Souvaroff, the battleship Orel and two 
Other cruisers with quite a flotilla of 
torpedo boats and torpedo boat de­
stroyers.

SORTIE FROM PORT ARTHUR.

ТОКІО, August 4, 10 a. m.—Twelve 
torpedo boat destroyers, four torpedo 
boats and six gunboats emerged from 
the harbor at Port Arthur on the night 
of August 1; but were driven back 
again by the Japanese warships on the 
outside.

Peace Negotiations Under Way in 

Chicago-Many Strikers Arrested 

For Assault and Riot

ACHICAGO, Aug. 4.—According to the 
leaders of the packing 
powerful Influences have been brought 
to bear on the packers, and peace nego­
tiations will probably be renewed to­
morrow afternoon between the strikers 
and their former employers. The an­
nouncement was made by Preslfient 
Schart, of the Federation of Labor, and 
J. J. Keppler, business agent of the 
Machinists Union. Neither Mr. Schardt 
nor Mr. Kepples would reveal the 
Identity of the peacemakers, but said 
that the men who were about to Inter­
cede were not Identified with any pre­
vious efforts.
President Donnelly would return to the 
city to day and that the matter would 
be laid before him.

“I believe that the parties who are 
trying to bring about another confer­
ence mean business,” said Mr. Keppler.

"The labor men will meet them more 
than half way."

Yesterday the Teamsters’ Union Is­
sued an order prohibiting drivers of 
Ice wagons from making deliveries to 
retail merchants, who since the pack­
ing house teamsters went on strike 
have been hauling meat from their 
yards In their own wagons. If this can 
be carried out the retail men will be 
obliged to give up handling meat.

Last night twenty-eight strikers were 
arrested for assaulting some non-union 
men and policemen.
