Killing Dicease Germs by Heat.

Erropeous ideas are oiten entertained
concerning the «fliciency of beat in des
troying bacteria, the impor: ~uce of time in
the operation being overicoked. Recent
expei.ments reported st the Aberdeen
Congress on Public Beslth showed that a
temperature of 140° Fsbrenheit applied
to non virulent tuvercle bacilli, produced
by laboratory cullure, killed tbe germs it
continued for ten minutes. A tempera-
{ure of 149 spplied for a quarter of av
hour killed the bacteria in tubercular
sputum in five cases out of s'x. Tuber-
culous milk beated to the ssme tempera
ture for 20 minutes lost its power of in

fection.
