Lobster Cutlets—For each cupful of prepar­
ed lobster meat allow one heaping “table- 
spoonful of flour, one even tablespoouful 
each of butter and chopped parsley, one-half 
cup of milk, the yolk of one egg, one tea­
spoonful of lemon juice, salt and pepper to 
taste. Scald the milk in a double boiler, and 
the butter and flour rubbed together to a 
paste, and stir until thick and smooth. Add 
the beaten egg yolk and stir a moment, and 
take from the fire. Add to the lobster, which 
has been well seasoned with the salt, pepper 
and lemon juice, thin the parsley, mix very 
carefully, and set away until cold. Flour 
the hands slightly, take up a spoonful of the 
lobster mixture, and shape into a small cut­
let. Dip it into beaten egg, and roll in fine 
bread crumbs. When all are done immerse 
two or three at a time in smoking hot fat. 
When a nice golden brown, drain on un­
glazed paper, and stick oue of the small lob­
ster claws in each cutlet.

Care of Linoleum.
Linoleum makes a serviceable and durable 

floor covering if given proper attention and 
the use of very little polishing material, ac­
companied by considerable rubbing, will pro­
duce the gloss that is so desirable. In most 
cases bad results from its use are due to too 
much wax and too little elbow grease. A lin­
oleum maker gives these directions for keep­
ing it in good condition:

“Keep a special flannel for washing lino­
leum; never let it be used for any other 
purpose and see that it is always clean. 
Never use a brush as it wears off the surface. 
Wash well with warm soap and water, using 
as little liquid as may be, and drying it care­
fully as you go on; you can then brush it 
over with a little skim or sweet milk and 
rub it up. This gives a beautiful gloss.

“To polish lineolum with beeswax, shred 
one-half ounce of beeswax into a saucer, 
pour on enough turpentine to cover it and 
set this In the oven till perfectly melted; ap­
ply it thinly with a flannel, and polish well 
with a soft, clean duster."

Too much moisture should be avoided, as 
the linoleum is apt to rot if it becomes soak­
ed and water gets underneath. If rubbed 
daily with a soft cloth, waxed every two 
weeks or so, according to the traffic, aud 
washed once a mouth, linoleum will always 
look well and wear indefinitely.

When fowls are deprived of green 
food the yolks of their eggs are very 
pale yellow. These are much valued 
for cake baking. Some people have 
the notion that these pale yolks de­
note inferior quality, but this is not 
the case; it simply shows a lack of 
green food, a full supply of which 
will soon intensify the color of the 
same. Again, many think that a 
blood spot on the yolk is a sure 
sign of a bad egg. But this is not 
necessarily so, for at times this sopt 
is deposited upon the yolk from a 
rupture caused as it passes the ovi­
duct and is present in the egg when 
perfectly fresh. This fact shows the 
necessity of testing even fresh eggs 
by candle prior to packing for mar­
ket; for while these spots do not 
really injure the eggs, people dis­
like to use them, and their presence 
causes buyers to think that you send 
out bad eggs.—Rural New Yorker,

Hashed celery and potatoes—C-liop fine 
enough cold potatoes (boiled or baked) to 
make three cupfuls; add one cupful of 
chopped celery (the green stalks as well 
as the blanched may be used), and sea­
son witli salt and pepper. Put in a sauce­
pan, add enough cream to moisten well, 
and stir until well heated through and 
smoking hot. Serve at once.

Tomato and Eggs—Place half a can of i 
tomatoes in a saucepan, add a tablespoon- 
ful of butter and salt and pepper to sea­
son, and cook well together. When well 
cooked, add a pinch of baking soda, and 
as soon as the foam liasses off. three 
beaten eggs. Stir, take from the table and 
serve as soon as the eggs begin to thicken.

Creamed Lobster—Prepare aud cut into 
dice sufficient lobster meat to measure one 
pint. Into a saucepan put 1% tablespooufuls 
each of butter and flour, and mix over tbe 
fire. Add a dash of cayenne, one-quarter 
teaspoonful of paprika, one-half teaspoonful 
of salt, and, gradually, V/» cupfuls of rich 
milk. Stir until smooth and creamy, add the 
lobster, cover, and let stand on the stove, 
but where it will not boil, for 10 minutes.
