Dalhousie, N. B, Aug. 11—James Reid,
M. P., accompanied by J. Stead, govern-
ment engineer of Chatham, was here on
Tuesday and in company with Chief Com-
missioner LaBillois, W. S. Smith, harbor
master; Thomas Murphy, the Messrs.
Hilyard, managers of the Dalhousie Lum-
ber Company, and others, made a thor-
ough examination of the Dalhousie harbor
for the rebuilding of a ferry wharf to suit
Jocal traffic: between Dalhousie and several

The peaple of Dalhousie have petitioned
for improved wharfing accommodation at
this point sufficient to permit of the un-
loading of coal, etc., instead of having to
handle the heavier traffic at the I. C. R:

The present ferry wharf was built
by tHe provineial government a few years
ago, but has been seriously damaged by
ice, and now our dominion representatives
has been able to secure a promise at
Ottawa that a new wharf will be erected
instead. It is probable that the local gov-
ernment will transfer any right it may
have in this wharf in order that the do-
minion government will be able to provide
for a wharfinger and carry out the usual
regulations about wharves buikt in tidal
waters. i

Willis Chipman, civil engineer of To-
ronto, arrived here a few days ago, hav-
ing been engaged by the board of commis-
sioners of the town to make a new survey
fot .water, sewerage and electric light pur-
poses. In company with the commission-
ere of the town he visited the ‘MaNeg'sh
shipyard and Stewart brooks and during
three or four days made a complete study
of. the sitmation for water system by
artesian wells. Mr. Chipman was fortunate
in finding a geogolist here with whomn he
was able to consult and determine whether
a sufficient source of water could be secur-
ed by the 1tter system. While Mr. Chip-
man has not vet. made his Teport it 1s
pretty well understood that he does not
ifind the brooks sufficiently strong under
'ordinary circumstances and he is hopeful
that a proper test will show that the wells
that have been drilled by the town will
furnish sufficient supply. .

Mr. Chipman left for Toronto this week,
and will make enquirties as to the proper
apparatus required to pump the two wells
in such a manner as will leave no doubt
as to.their capacity. If a sufficient supply
of water can be secured Mr. Chipman is
well satisfied with the general prospects

» of placing a complete water system with
