Hold off planting the main corn crop
for aslong as you consider safe in your
locality. Put in a few rows of early
corn as a trap crop for egg laying and
use this crop as green feed in July.

Burn Every
Corn Stalk

To destroy the overwin-
tering borer clean out all the
old corn stalks from the
barn, manure shed, barnyard
and feeding paddock and
BURN before June 1st.

Plough Under
the

Corn Stubble

Plough under all stubble
on fields which might have
been infested last season.
Plough clean and pack. Do
not drag the stubble to the
surface by later cultivation.
