MOST GRACIOUS SOVEREIGN;
HEREAS by reason of the local situa-
tion and remoteness of the Inferior

District of Gaspé from,the seat of the Legisia-
ture, and the difficulty of the communications
and intercourse with the same during the winter
months, when the Sessions are usually held, it
is expedient, for the welfare of the said District,
to enable the Inhabitants thereof to provide
such local Ordinarices, Rules and Regulations
for the preservation of the Fisheries in the said
District, and for the promotion of other objects
of internai improvement and utility, as they
shall deen necessary, and to authorize them
for these purposes to levy by assessment upon
themselves, suchsums as may from time to
time be demed expedient: May it therefore
please Your Majesty that it may be enacted,
and be it enacted by the King's most Excel-
lent Majesty, by and with the advice and con-
sent of the Legislative Council and Assembly
of the Province of LoerCanada, constituted
and assembled by virtue of and under the au-
thority of the Act passed in the Parliament of
Great Britain, intituled, An Act to repeal cer.
tain parts of an Act passed in the fourteenth pear
oj His Majesty's Reign, intituJed, An -/etfor
