Professor W. Y. Smith, head of
the Economics Department at UNB,
and chairman of the Royal Com-
mission stadying the New Bruns-
wick coal mining industry, will pre-
gide at the first public Commission
hearing here starting tomorrow.

Although the Commission was ap-
pointed last gpring by the provin-
cial government, “public hearings
were postponed due to the necessity
of getting detailed information on
coal reserves,” said Prof. Smith.

The other members of the Com-
mission are Alexandcr Tooke,
Minto, Secretary of the New Bruns-
wick Coal Producers Association,
and Mathias Wuhr, also of Minto,
board member of District 26, United
Mine Workers.
