Abraham Slrahy seems to have come back to Levanon in 

1904 and has never returned to Canada. He has thus been absent from 
His Maj sty’s Dominions for about 18 y ;ars. He is the owner of a 
paper called "Zahle el Fitat" does not represent British interest 
in any form and apparently does not intend to return to Canada.
His son was educated here and is a lawyer. The latter claims that 
during the war he and his parents owing to the hostility of the 
Turks had to move from Zahle to a district of the Levanon named 
Kesrouan. They probably have lao definite attitude to the British 
Empire, but would be glad to receive British protection especially 
as ownership of a newspaper is apt to lead to trouble lor tne owner.
