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from two yards, otherwise the same, 
only one was ted ten pounds of sugar 
jsyrup per colony. In addition to what 
Inaturel stores they already had. These 
ll'anls were the Eldred and the Pine 
lUke. noth yards had the same grade 
ft honey, part buckwheat and aster
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and a part early white honey. As 
there was no honey extracted from the 
brood-nests there was no difference in 
the quality of these stores that I know 
of. We fed the Eldred yard 150 pounds 
sugar syrup, all to light stocks, as thiy 
needed this amount to carry them
