very true. To be more accurate, the 
Church teaches that is a more perfect 
state. But the Church uses the phrase 
“ a mure perfect state ” technically, 
with a meaning altogether different 
from that which Dr. Gordon gives it.
Dr. Gordon is a college professor, and 
when he lectures on any subject he 
ought to be accurate in his knowledge 
of that subject. It is only what wo 
look for from a studious professor ; it is 
only what his faculty looks for, and, we 
presume, what [the parents of his 
dents look for.

Agaiu, the known facts should have 
led the doctor to suspect the accuracy 
of the significance which he attached 
to the Church's teaching that the un­
married state is more perfect than the 
married. He must have known that 
the Church has canonized many of her 
saints who had been married and had 
lived in the married state. On the 
other hand, there have been innumer­
able men and women who have volun­
tarily chosen the unmarried state to 
live and die iu, and whom the Church 
has not canonized and never will. 
Here was another opportunity for Bac 
ouian philosophy. This collection of 
facts suggests a general law diametric­
ally opposed to the construction placed 
by the doctor on the Church’s teaching 
regarding marriage.

When the Church teaches that the 
unmarried state is more perfect than 
the married, she means principally that 
the unmarried state is less hampered by 
the cares and troubles of life, and con­
sequently in itself more favorable to the 
prayerfulness ami peace of soul and 
pious energies which unite the soul 
closer to God and realize high spiritual 
ideals. The doctor will not deny that 
the state of marriage multiplies dis­
tractions and preoocup 
would very likely advise his son, if he 
has one, to postpone marriage until he 
had won a secure position and cumpe 
teucy in life, for the reason that win* 
niug one's way in art or business is* 
made more diilicult by the additional 
burdens of the married state, if this is 
common sense in the doctor why is it 
folly in the Church ?

Moreover, the Church does not teach 
that every one who chooses to live un­
married, even for spiritual reasons, is 
necessarily better than those who enter 
the married state. The latter may 
reach high sanctity despite the difilcul- 
ties of their life while the former may 
sink into mediocrity or worse, despite 
the facilities and advantages which the 
unmarried condition possesses. Indeed, 
the Church in her {practice ami through 
her officials is wont to discourage many 
who think they are called to forego 
marriage, on the score that a life of

A recent sermon by the Rev. Dr. 
Eugene Rodman Shippen (Unitarian), 
of Detroit, Mich., ought to be repeated 
from every Protestant pulpit in the 
laud, and we feel sure that if it were 
not a few listeners in every congrega­
tion would approve of the sentiments 
expressed. Dr. Shippen is strongly of 
opinion, and seems to have had no 
hesitancy whatever in saying so, that 
it is time for Protestants to rid their 
spiritual system of the virus of inher­
its! antipathies. The discourse is char­
acterized by a daily paper of Detroit as 
a “fling at Protestant bigotry."

Catholio feeling is utterly un-Christian.
“ In the name of our common Christian­
ity we must protest against Protestant 
bigotry, pleading for interdenomina­
tional* amity. * * * Moreover, we
Protestants owe it to ourselves to throw 
off the burden of our ancestral grudge 
and to rid our spiritual system of the 
virus of inherited antipathies. Not 
only this, hut, for the sake of religion 
itself, the Christian churches must pre­
sent an undivided front to the forces of 
materialism and secularism temporarily 
triumphant.

“Four attitudes characterize Protest­
ants facing Rome—hatred, indifference, 
patronage and sympathy, 
illegitimate child of opposition. * * * 
The blind fury of Puritans of the 
seventeenth century, desecrating Cath­
olic shrines or of so-called Americans 
mutilating the statue of Pore Mar­
quette, or of Protestant bigots abusing 
the Pope—all this is abominable. * * * 
The Roman Catholic Church is too 
powerful for the practical man to ignore, 
too spiritually rich for the thinker to 
neglect, too human for the humanitar­
ian to despise.

“ Patronage is another possible atti­
tude. Protestants go to Notre Dame 
or St. Peter’s to admire the architec­
tural splendors, but not to enter into 
their Inner meaning—acting as sight­
seers rather than worshippers.
