piTs.sing through what is known as the 
August mcteorc zon-'. Every year when 
tluTvavtli crosses tho zone, about the 

i of August, there is a shower of me­
teors more or less «abundant according to 
the density of tho cosinival cloud. The 
meteors shoot from the constellation 
Perseus, which is for this reason called 
the ralliant point, and the meteors are 
called Perse it les. Sometimes tho 
showers are very brilliant, almost rival­
ling the fninou • November ones. These 
meteors are distinguished nom those be- 
longing to other meteor systems by their 
vedlow colour, ami.they leave behind 
them trails of luminous vapour and ol- 
ten last several seconds, lithe sky is 
(dear to-night, star gazers may l)é gratified 
by witnessing a meteoric display.
