“More than fifty tons_of news-
papers, to say nothing of wrap-
ping paper and magazines, go to
waste, each week in this city. |
am satisfied that with a well-or-
ganized system Hamilton can pro-
vide from $400 to $500 a week
throughout the year for the Red
Cross. Look what this will mean
if every city, town and village in
Canada lends a hand.
