nounced as Wabuasso Bark, the head
and heart are affected. He regards
this disease as a very dangerous one
and liable to prove fatal unless the
following remedies are resorted to:
a diet of ice cream and cake with ice
water applications applied every hal:
hour.

HAD TERRIBLE WINTER.

Conditions In Newfoundland Differed |

From Those In Canada.

ANot in the history of the oldest
inhabitant has Newfoundland suffer-
ed from such a succession of snow
storms and blizzards as last winter.

Even the city of St, John's, despite
its possession of 30,000 people and
every modern accessory, was the vie-
tim of a condition of traffic suspen-
sion not previously known, street
cars not being run for weeks and
blockades of the railway line extend-
ing to the suburbs being also fre-
quent. In one case a whole fortnight
elapsed before a train entered og left
the city. Photographs of the scenes
caused by some of the blizzards show
a condition of things one ordinarily
associates with the subarctic regions
Banks of snow twenty and twenty-
five feet high were common &nd dis-
location of every kind of traflic was
such that churches, schools, theatres
and all other places of public assem-
blage were almost put out of busi-
ness, especially during one week
svhen the city’s electric power plant
w‘q_cripplud by a snow slide from a
nearby mountain which carried away
part of the fiume and left the whole
city to depend on candles and kero-
sene oil for illumination.

Amid these disconcerting condi-
tions, however, the Newfoundlander
carried on his regular avocations and
preparations were made for the seal-
ing voyage, whick ig the first of the
seasonal industries of the island and
which began orn March 10, to take
part in which venture men cheer-
fully walk scores and some hundreds
of miles with their belougings on
their backs in a kit bag or an hold-

all. The walking is not the sort of
a hike immortal in some of the
soldiers marek songs, it is a

steady plod hour after hour and day
after day through ow that usuall
reaches to the kn and sometimes
to a man's thigh.

In one of the snow storms which
beset St. John's it was a comm.un
practice to see men and women
traveling on snowshoes, through the
principal streets on the tops of banks
of snow, up over fences and reaching
second-story windows.

Some snow banks are high enough
to cut off the window's view of the
surrounding country and it is usually
the end of May before all the snow
has gone from this section of the is-
land. The miseries of a winter such
88 described are very great, but they
were rendered doubly so in New-
foundland this year by the fact that
the couutry is suffering from an ag-
gravated attack of the depression
that prevails everywhere else. New-
foundland hws been very hard hit be-
cause lser fishermen in preparing for
the prosecution of their industry last
summer had to pay the highest

prices for everything they required |

for themselves and their families and
for the outfitting of their fshing
crafts, the providing of nets, etc., and
the necessary requisite for curing the
cateh, Then in the autumn when
their ecatch was ready for market
they found sales were difficult to
make and only possible at very low
prices and all markets were glutted
by the competition of European fish
catehers — French, Norweglan, lce-
landic and even British,

The Colonial Government stepped
in with & serles of regulations to fix
prices high enough to recoup the
fishermen, but this scheme, though
