All those who refuse to become
naturalized ciitzens of the country,
and, besides, had not been fuilfilling
their homestead duties, were recom-
mended to have their homestead en-
tries cancelled. The doctor recom-
mended the cancelling of 2,387 en-
tries ,and upon his return trip will
allow all those who will sign the
naturalization papers simultaneously
with the signing of the re-entry
papers to become once more home-
steaders in the great West. The re-
entries have also to fulfill all resi-
dence and cultivation duties con-
nected with homesteading.

All the Doukhobor people who ob-
ject to this will be placed on a re-
serve, the reserve in every case to be
around the village. The reserve will
be in area fifteen acres to every head
of the populace of the village which
it surrounds, which, in the doctor’s
opinion, is sufficient for a livelihood
for every man placed on the reserve.
