TRAIL OF A TRAMP.

‘ Twohey’s 8layer Sighted in West
{ Middlesex.

IS NOW HIDING NEAR KERWOOD

'
Sceres of Armed Men Chasing the Ome-
Legged Suspect—Where He Teok
pper em ning:

Why He Fled From Len-
don—Fires on His
Pursuers.

London, June 28.—Up to 8 o’clock this
morning the peg-legged tramp, the assas-
sin of P. C. Twohey, had not been ocap-
tured. The oity is greatly agitated over
the result of efforts pus forth $o capture
him during the past few hours. On Sun*
day evening reports reached police head-
quarters that a one-legged tramp answer-
ing the P of the d had
been seen in the neighborhood west of
London, P. O. Harry Green and Downs
were at onoe sent through Hyde Park to
Lobo Village, where they found traces of
the tramp. A little later on word was re-
ceived from Strathroy by telephone that
a one-legged man without a hat had been
seen near Strathroy, and a second mess-
age was sent to London asking the police
to hurry up. Deteotives Rider and Egel-
ton were at once despatched. Orders were

k‘pllu sent to P. C. wns and Thomas
Palne, who had gone to Lobo, to go at
once to Strathrey. Thomas Paine, of the
fourth line of Adelaide, informed the
police that a one-legged tramp took sup-
per at his place on Sunday evening about
7 o'clock. He was about five feet seven
inches in height, of heavy build, stump
on the left leg, abdut 85 or 40 years of
age and of very dark skin. Paine sald to
him: *Why, you look like the tramp tha$
shot the 'policeman in London.’”’ The
tramp rephed, ‘‘Yes, I know I do, and
that is why I left there, because I might
be arrested for the crime.”” He thanked
Myr. Paine for the meal, and took away a
loaf of bread and some butter, which
were wrapped in a Friday's London Ad-
vertiser. D. Bishop, proprietor of the
Queen’s Hotél, Strathroy, saw a tramp
with a wooden leg on the lefs side Sun-
day night about 8 o’clock on the Watford
road, answering the description of the
man wanted. When the presence of tho
supposed murderer became known tho
k pioious, and Mr. John
Newton, merchant, was the first to spy
the man in town, and gave chase. The
tramp had a pistol in his hand, and is
sald to have fired to keep back his pur-
suefs. Sunday night fully 100 men were
in pursuit with guns and rifles. They
were jolned by a number of London
officers at 8 o'clock in the morning, and
the #sarch was renewea. The tramp is
remarkably speedy, and ig screened by the
rye flelds and the woods.® Before their
arrival the tramp escaped into Weeks'
swamp, where Chief Dodds and his men
followed. -Not a trace of the villain was
found after he left Weeks' farm. The
search was abahdoned temporarily, bus
was resumed in the evening. The villain
has doubtless been in hiding by day and
traveling by night. When the news of the
tramp's discovery was oirculated last
night 40 men asked to be enrolled as
special constables. James Ross, the 70-
year-old watchman, whom the peg-leg
assaulted, 1s at work and little the worse
for his experience with the tramp.

London, June 28.—The funeral of the
late P. C. Twohey took place yesterday
morning. The cortegoe left the house at 10
o’clock for St. Peter's Cathedral, Long
before the appointed hour for the sarvice
at the house, the immediate vicinity of
| the Cathedral was crowded with people,
who showed in every way possible their
sympathy with the friends of the mur-
| dered p The p! 1 was
| headed by the London police foree, then
| the firemen, followed by the Catholia
Order of Faresters and the A.0.U.W,

The funeral was one of the largest ever
seen 1n London.

The murderer of Constable Twohey is-
still at large. A couple of officers, assist-
ed by a posse, are hunting for the mur-
derer in_the woods near Strathroy, and it
is therefore possible before long the mur-
dere may be caught.
