THOUSANDS 
OF MEN IDLE.

Swhclmeo s Strike Threw» Other 
Men Ont of Werk.

Freight Shipment» in Pacific North- 
we*t Tied Up.

U«ing Strikebreaker» to Help Carry 
on Traffic.

Seattle, Wn., Dec. 2.—The Switch­
men's strike has assumed a serious as­
pect in the Pacific Northwest. Freight 
shipments practically are tied up.

Passenger schedules are being main­
tained with difficulty.

The arrival of the Great Northern 
liner Minnesota at Port Townsend late 
last night with 64.000 tons of freight 
valued at $600.000, much of it destined 
for quick transportation to the east», 
gave added cau* for apprehension.

This morning local service between 
Seattle and Tacoma was resumed.

On the Great Northern there has 
been no movement of freight, although 
the officials expected to get out a few 
trains to-day.

WILL KEEP IN LINE.
St. Paul, Minn., Dec.- 2.—President 

Frank T. Hawley, of the Switchmen’s 
Union, has received a telegram from 
President W. G. Lee, of the Brotherhood 
of Railway Trainmen, announcing that 
the organization had been instructed to 
act “in line with the established policy 
of the brotherhood.’’

SMELTERS CLOSING.
Helena, Mont., Dec. 2.—The Switch­

men's strike on the Northwestern road 
has caused the partial closing of the 
Boston and Montana Smelter, with 1,- 
200 employees, and a continuation of the 
tie up for another 24 hours will empty 
the furnaces at the Great Falls plant.

STRIKE-BREAKERS AT WORK.
_ St. Paul, Dec. 2.—With the importa­

tion of strikebreakers and the pressing 
into service of other employees of the 
roads, the railroads of the Northwest 
affected by the strike of the Switch­
men’s Union of North America, which 
went into effect Tuesday evening, be­
gan their first real work to-day in try­
ing to restore normal traffic condition 
between here and the Pacific Coast.

Local warehouses were open to-day, 
and the roads accepted limited freight 
shipments to points in Dakota and Mon­
tana. In Minneapolis all the flour 
mills, with the exception of one «mall 
one, have stopped work, and the oessa- 
tin of this industry alone throws about 
6,000 men out of employment. It ie stat­
ed that the mill workers will lose $76,- 
000 a week in wages, while the mills are 
closed, and that the loss of business to 
the milling concerns will amount to 
$700,000 a day.
