THE DISMISSAL OF LIEUTENANT.
GOVERNOR LETELLIER,

last session of the House, a motion was
made by the hon. member for Bagot (Mr.
Mousseau) condemning the actiom of the
Lieutenant-GovernoA in dismissing his
Ministers, and upon that motion and the
vote of the Senate of the previous year,
the Government recommended the dis-
missal of Lieutenant-Governor Letelller,
The late Dominion Government had ex-

owever, held that the Lieutenant-Gover-
nor had acted within his rights, that it
was inadvisable for the general Govern-
ment to interfere with local administra-
tions, and that such interference, except
upon oclearly defined fronnds that coun
not be mistaken, would be exeeedingly in-
jurious to our system of government. He
contended that his Exuihncy the Gover-
nor-General was opposed to the dismissal
of Governor I.ntelger, viewing such dis-
miesal as creating & dangsrous precedent.
