Saxa v. Towssarr ofF McKiLLor.—
Judgment in action in which the evidence
was taken at Goderich in October, 1888,
and plaintif’s argument put in in Febru-
ary, 1800. Action to, recover moneys
alleged to have been illegally exacted from
the plaintitfs for taxes, and for
damages for trespass and illegal
distress. The learned judge finds that the
plaintiffs did not give notice to the clerk
of ths municipality before lst March,
1884, under lg 8.0., 1877, ch. 206, sec,
31, 8o as to be able to claim exemption
from Public school rates for that year,
and that the notice which they gave in
May did not comply with secs. 19-21 of
thesame Act, and holds that by sec. 34
they are liable for the Public school rates
for the mnew schoolhouse undertaken
and built before the Separate school was
established, referring to Free v. Mec-
Hugh, 24 C.P.13. The plaintiffs also
contended that the whole municipal tax
for 1887 was illegal, because the by-law
levying it, which was passed by the
council on tke 26th September, 1887,
was not sealed until Javuary, 1888, after
the new eouncil was elected, and had met
and taken the cath of office, and no by-
law was over passed to confirm or ratify
it, or to authorize the affixing of the
seal. The learned judge refers to R.S
0. 1877,ch. 174, secs. 277, 281and
343, andhclds that the rate could not be
imposed by resolution, or without a by-
law, and that the alleged by-law was no
by-law, and could mot therefore be
quashed, and that the plaintiffs are en-
titled to recover, notwithstanding defects
in the notices of action. Judgment for
the plaintiffs for $250 with costs. Osler,
Q.C., anda Campion (Goderich) for the
plawntiff.
