Four towers, two on
the Steathcona side and two on the
north side, near the foot of A Fourth
street, stand like the giang piers of a
tailway bridge. The telephone cable
rans  horizontally across the  river,
and madway between the towers thé
support of the cable is #ecured by
suspensiori_cables from the top of thé
towers.. As thesc swing out-over the
river and #boveé the telephoné cable
they are drawn together amidway and
form 4 tangent. (ﬁm scheme was de-
vised by Mr.. Higman, the. cofgiruc-
tion cngineef, to reduce the ewdy of
the éoble to 4 minimum. On acéount
of the great léngth of the span apy
other principle would be impractical.
