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BRITISH EMBASSY 
STARTSENQUIRY

Woodburn to Avoid Collision Back­
ed and Turned Stem Toward Im­

perial Yacht.

St. Petersburg, June 19.—The Bri­
tish Embassy here has received a 
report concerning the firing upon 
the British steamer Woodburn Wed­
nesday night by a vessel of the Rue- 
nan squadron, which was patrolling 
t lie waters where Emperor Nicholas 
and Emperor Wjlliam were to meet 
the following day. The report came 
from the British vice-consul at Vi- 
borg, from whom the embassy ask­
ed for an explanation of the incident. 
Its contents have not been made pub­
lic.

The belief that any grave develop­
ments would follow the affair has 
been excluded, however, for it was 
evidently due t< someone's blunder, 
for which either or both sides have 
expressed regret. No official state­
ment of the facts has been given out. 
While private despatches from -Vi- 
borg assert that the Woodburn was 
steering in accordance with direc­
tions given by the convoying tor­
pedo boat, naval officers of the squad­
ron declare the steamer was heading 
directly for the Standart, and that 
they could not afford to run the 
risk of having the Imperial yacht 
run down. A correspondent at Vi- 
horg interviewed the Finnish pilot 
of the Woodburn, who said he had 
steamed slowly half way down the 
line of warships, keeping in the pro­
per channel, when a torpedo boat 
suddenly appeared almost under the 
Woodburn’s bow. To avoid a col­
lision the steamer backed, and in so 
doing swung round until its nose 
pointed toward the Czar’s yacht, 
which was a mile and a half away. 
A sharp warning was shouted from 
the torpedo boat, which immediately 
fired three blank shots. A torpedo 
boat destroyer close by then opened 
with shells, firing at least seven. 
Then a four inch shell, apparently 
from one of the cruisers, struck the 
Woodward, causing, the damage al­
ready reported. A >cloud of steam 
Iftiie and ensksruded the IWood- 
burn, which backed and cast anchor. 
A great number of Russian officials 
hastened aboard and berated the

that a Dutdh steamer, which was 
holding the same course as the Wood­
burn when the latter was fired upon, 
was arrested by the Russian torpedo
boat. *

Tabooed the ’Phone.
Netw London, Conn., June 17—-For 

the first time in its history, a tele­
phone was installed yesterday in the 
National Whaling bank of New Lon­
don, and this was because Sebastin 
D. Lawrence, who for 45 years was 
president or the bank, is dead. Lawr­
ence was the last of that old family 
of millionaires who made fortunes in 
the whaling business. He died a 
bachelor with a fortune of over ten 
millions. He would not use a tele­
phone and would not have on • ein 
his bank.

Blind Pedlar Burned.
London, June 18.—James Carroll, 

a blind . pedlar, claiming Winnipeg 
as hie home, was brought to the hos­
pital yesterday suffering from fearful 
burps about the neck and head. 
Carroll was lighting his pipe yester­
day when the match ignited his cellu­
loid collar. He claims to have 
roamed about all night. The wounds 
are in a terrible state.

JUSTICE MUST
TAKE ITS COURSE

No Clemency Extended to Convict 
Barrett for the Murder of Deputy 
Warden.

COMMISSIONERS HAVE 
CRNTROL OVER BOARD

Chairman Mabee Stops Attempt to 
Side-Track the Railway Commis-

Ottawa, June 18—An important 
judgment was handed out today by 
the board of railway commisioners, 
important not merely because of the 
special railway involved, but also be­
cause of the effect it may have in 
other cases of a similar nature in time 
to come. The case was that of the 
Dawson board of trade, which com­
plained of excessive rates on the 
White Pass and Yukon railway. The 
company replied that as only a part 
of their system was in Canadian terri­
tory the railway board had no juris­
diction. Chairman Mabee, in a care­
fully drawn up judgment, disposes of 
this theory altogether. He points out 
that it is apparent from traffic agree­
ments and the manner of operation of 
the railway that a through route ex­
ists between 8kagway and Dawson. 
More than that, the amendment to 
the railway act passed at last session 
of parliament extends the operation 
of that .act to any railway company 
incorporated elsewhere than in Can­
ada owning, controlling, operating or 
running trains or rolling stock upon 
any line in Canada, and to any and 
all lines running trains from any 
point in the United States to any 
point in Canada. The conclusion 
reached is that the board has jurisdic­
tion over tolls. The question of rates 
is left over for a future judgment.

Ottawa, June 18—At a meeting of 
the cabinet today three capital cases 
were considered. The death sentence 
passed last month on Sal. Assely, a 
Syrian, who killed his brother during 
a quarrel at Hawkesbury last Deeem 
her, was commuted to life imprison­
ment. I

Mr. Justice Tcetzel, who tried the 
ease, made a recommendation for ex 
ecutive celmency. Assely maintained 
that he shot his brother in self-de 
fence. After the shooting he fled 
and was found four days later with 
his feet so badly frozen that they had 
to be amputated. If the death sent­
ence were carried out he would have 
to be carried to the scaifold. No 
clemency was extended in the case of 
the negro who assaulted and murder­
ed a woman near Stratford some 
months ago, and in the case of a life 
convict at Edmonton penitentiary 
named Barrett, who killed Deputy 
Warden Steadman, by hitting him cn 
the headzwith an axe.

He Handled the Cash.
MenWeal^irîl. ^^VlMouey was said

to have beên paid directly to ex-Chief 
Benoit, of the Montreal fire brigade, 
for appointments and promotions 
while he was at the head of the de­
partment, according to reluctant ans­
wers made by J. O. Munday. an im­
portant witness before the royal com­
mission today. Munday is alleged 
to have been a middleman, who con­
ducted a regular placing bureau for 
aspiring firemen and who is said to 
have handled about $700 in this con­
nection. On oath today he admitted 
he received $500, but says he paid >t 
to ex-Ald. Marsolais. who is now dead. 
Closely questioned by the probing at­
torney, Mr. Perron, the witness finally 
said he did not swear that he had 
never paid or sent money to Chief 
Benoit for promotions. He could not 
tell the approximate amount, however. 
No cheques had been sent, but always 
direct cash.

Builders Are Hopeful.
The members of the Builders’ Ex­

change express the greatest confi­
dence in the outeome and claim that 
within a month they will be able to 
break the strike. “We can secure 
hundreds of competent men when­
ever we want them.” said one pro­
minent builder to the Bulletin "repre­
sentative this morning. “We don’t 
want to bring outsiders into the city 
to do the work, but if we are tied 
up by the unions we will do so rather 
than sifbmit to their demands.”

Dynamiters Arrested.
Ottawa. June 18—Investigations of 

County Constable Hamilton and Pro­
vincial Detective Reuben into the 
mysterious explosion which wrecked 
the large frame house of Moses La­
porte. on the Montreal road, on the 
outskirts of the city just prior to a 
heavy thunderstorm of Sunday night 
last, have resulted in the arrest of 
three men. Two of them are brothers 
named Deltour, employed in a stone 
quarry near the wrecked house and 
the third is a market gardener named 
Lacass. It is alleged that the fiend­
ishly exploded a charge of dynamite 
under the house in which at the time 
were eleven persons, all of whom, 
however, miraculously escaped, prac­
tically unhurt from, the wreck. The 
motive is saio to be that of revenge 
for some grievance which the men 
harbored against the occupants.

Bank Business tor May.
Ottawa. June 18—The bank state­

ment for the month of May shows a 
continued improvement in business 
conditions. The demand deposits 
stood at $216,916,294. an increase of 
over one million dollars, while the re­
serve stood at $75,755,458, or practic­
ally the same figure as in April. The 
credit side of the statement shows 
that, short loans in Canada totalled 
$49.771,929, a slight decrease, while 
call loans elsewhere stood at $124,877,- 
966, an increase of over ten millions. 
Current loans o< Canada total $528,- 
313.141, an increase o fabout four 
millions. There was a slight increase 
in the value of bank premises and a 
small decrease in the average note 
circulation.

TO SETTLE IN THE 
GRAND PRAIRIE

Immigrants are Peering Into North 
Country is Report Brought to 

the City.

That settlers from all-parts of Am­
erica as well as from the old country 
are pouring into the Peace River dis­
trict this spring is the report brought 
to Edmonton by James Myers, who 
has just returned from Grand Prairie, 
where he, with many others, has re­
cently taken up land. On his Way 
down, between the Peace River Cros­
sing and the mouth of the Little 
Slave river, he met one hundred out­
fits of settlers, all flocking towards 
that portion of the west which has 
already attracted the attention of the 
continent.

“The crop conditions are much fur­
ther advanced in the Peace river dis­
trict than further south,” said Mr.
Myers yesterday to a Bulletin repre­
sentative. “On May 28. when I left 
Dunvegan, the growth was as far Ad­
vanced as an>' I have seen around 
Edmonton at. the present time. On 
the 26th of .May we had lettuce, on 
ions and radishes grown in the garden 
at Dunvegan.”

With a number of others Mr. My­
ers, who lives near Regina, left for 
the north country last January to 
spy out the land. Upon his opinion 
a number of other Saskatchewan men 
were awaiting and as it is most fav­
orable they will accompany him to 
the Peace River in a few weeks.

Will Start Ranching.
Mr. Myers has secured 3,700 acres 

of land and will go into the ranching 
business. He will take in 75 head of 
cattle, 50 of which will be milch 
cows and the others two-year-olds. An­
other of those who went up with him 
was F. W. Johnson, Lacombe, who 
has secured four sections near Beaver 
Lodge river and will extensively farm 
and ranch. W. Peck( of Oregon, aqd 
J. Main, of Wisconsin, were others of 
those who went to spy out the land.
The former is now gone for his family 
and an outfit. Upon his return lie 
will take up sheep ranching, while 
Mr. Main will go into farming on a 
«mailer scale.

Indians Are in Need.
Those from the north bring word 

that the Indians are-in poos cirmun- trftU 
stances and arè living largely on “* 
moose meat, having little or no flour 
or other necessaries. The governmeut 
are feeding the Beaver Indians and 
those at Hay Lake.

Fur is very scarce at Dunvegan, but 
prices are not high. Beaver is quoted 
at $3 to $5. martin at $5 to $7, red 
fox at $10, silver-tipped fox $35 to $40, 
and silver grey fox, of which one or 
two have been secured $200 to $300.

The Revillon Ranch.
Beef raising promises to be one 

of the most paying enterprises of the 
Peace River for years to come. W.
Lowe, who is manager of Revillon’s 
ranch at Saskatoon Lake, last winter 
had 200 head of stock. Several weeks 
ago four three-year-olds were killed, 
each dressing 1100 pounds. They were 
fed on the range all winter, but as 
the weight indicates, were in mag­
nificent condition.

The beef, which sells at the ranch 
at 10 cents a pound, and 12 cents -fer 
hindquarters, is of a very superior 
quality.

Mr. Myers stated that he had al­
ready found a market for all the crops 
that he had now in the ground. Po­
tatoes were sold at $2 a bushel, oats 
at $1.50 a bushel and wheat at $2.50.
Milk cows arc quoted at $65 to $85.
The supply of grain is far less than 
the deniand.

The Trip Down.
Mr. Myers made the trip down in 

quick time. He left Dunvegan, on the 
Peace River, on May 28th. He had 
built a raft there,and drifted down 
to Peace River Crossing. From there 
he teamed to Lesser Slave lake, went 
by steamer over the lake to the river 
and then by raft to Athabasca Land­
ing. As he wished to make the trip 
as quickly as possible be did not 
await, the steamer, but took the raft 
route instead.

Company Will Make Compensation.
Toronto, June 18—The Street Rail­

way company has something like a 
streak of generosity in its make up. 
Some time ago Mies Bremner lost a 
leg and an arm in a trolley accident. 
She sued the company but the courts 
held that the company was not culp­
able. Yesterday Fred Hubbard, sec­
retary of Manager Fleming, appeared 
before the civic works committee with 
the announcement that the company 
wished to establish Mise Bremner, in 
» news stand business. The city en­
gineer wil lreport on a suitable loca 
tion. ^

BEST FOR HEALTH

Council of Women Get Down to Work 
of the Session After Round of 
Entertainment.

Toronto, June 18—After a round of 
social gaities, tours of inspection and 
committee meetings, the delegates of 
the National Council or Women got 
down to real business. The Countess 
of Aberdeen was in the chair. To­
morrow the council will meet at ten 
o’clock and in the afternoon the dele­
gate# will be taken on a trip to Ham­
ilton by Mrs. Sanford. There should 
be a great deal of work done among 
the women oi the working class said 
Mrs. Ogilvip Cordon, in presenting 
her report as secretary. Many wo­
men do not know their own place In 
either the workshop or at home. 
“So we must teach them; but we must 
be careful that we do not etir up any 
ill-feeling that might find its outlet 
in rebellion, domestic revolt or strike. 
It is obvious though that we should 
do something to open their eyes so 
that they may be ablg to help them­
selves out of the present #ad plight. 
Working childreh should be given a 
grm dea^of^Mfmtuui Jtndtpe best 
oi education when around the age of 
fourteen as that was the turning point 
of their life.’' Mrs. Gordon said that 
when Prime Minister Asquith asked 
for the opinion of the women recent­
ly, he was doing the wisest thing that 
had ever been done by any member 
of a cabinet in England. Suffragettes 
were also urged to prepare a state­
ment of their rights and go out and 
teach the Women of the world. France 
will likely be the next place of the 
quinquennial meeting. Lady Aber­
deen asked the delegates to attend 
the council meeting in Argentine next 
year.

Tonight's meeting in convocation 
hall was to discuss public health ques-’ 
tions. Countess Aberdeen in moving 
a resolution that a committee on pub­
lic health be formed expressed the 
hope that the women of the world 
would join the crusade for health. She 
said that through the warning of 
physicians there was a public awak­
ening from apathy in health matters. 
Responsibility for the present condi­
tion was largely upon women who be­
came wives and mothers without re­
alizing the duties of the calling. Re­
ferring specially to consumption the 
Countess said the disease was pre­
ventable by the simple rules of 
health, fresh air, sunshine, good fbod, 
temperance and healthy housing.

St. Petersburg, June 18—In the 
sight of several hundred thousand 
persans a balloon carrying two counts, 
a countess and an army captain, fell 
a mile into a suburban garden here 
today, one man being instantly killed, 
the two other men and the woman 
being probably fatally injured.

Manitoba Wants Rain.
Winnipeg, Man., June 19.—With 

the thermometer well over 90 in most 
parts, hardly a drop of rain fell yes­
terday or last night, and there is no 
sign at present of the much needed 
precipitation. There is lots of mois­
ture in the ground for vernal pur­
poses except on very light land, but 
the extreme heat with drying winds 
if long continued, would be bound 
to prejudicially affect the young 
grain which is not sufficiently ad­
vanced- or robust enough to stand 
much torrid weather. Two days rain 
would be welcome. The wind today 
appears to be chopping round to the 
north, which should bring relief, lo 
far damage is confined to limited 
areas and is probably not extensive.

Cold Weather In Montreal.
Montreal, June 18—Montrealers had 

the unusual experience of having to 
don heavy overcoats today, the wea­
ther being quite cold, while in the 
morning there was what seemed to the 
observer to be a snow- flurry but 
which the McGill observatory officials 
claim was merely sleet. The atmos­
phere was chilly tlyoughout the day, 
the lowest point touched by the ther­
mometer being 44 degrees, while the 
highest was only 54,5. It was the 
coldest June day since 1905, and even 
a sleet storm has not been experi­
enced -here in June for many years, 
the officials searching the records as 
fat back as 1894 and not finding any 
such undesirable visitor.

Assistant Secretary Dead.
Quegec, June 18.—Joseph Boivin,

PLUMBERS GO OUT IN 
SYMPATHETIC STRIKE

Lathers Deliver an Ultimatum to the 
Builders' Exchange and Will Go 
Out on Monday Morning—The 
Builders Still Express Confidence.

This morning the plumbers and 
steamfitters of the city, thirty-two in 
all, went out on a sympathetic strike 
to the corpenters, who next Monday 
evening will -conclude their second 
week of idleness as a result of the 
disagreement with the master build 
ers. This action is taken as the re­
sult of the ultimatum delivered 
several days ago to the Builders’ Ex­
change.

Last night the Lathers’ Union de 
cided upon an ultimatum similar to 
the plumbers, and they declare they 
too will go on strike Monday morn 
ing if the dispute is not settled be­
fore that time. Eighteen painters in 
the Henderson shop have gone out 
because of the discharge of one of 
their number, who refused to work on 
the same job with some non-union 
carpenters.

A general strike of all the building 
trades, except- the bricklayers and 
masons, who are bound^by contract, 
is looked for by the carpenters with­
in the next few days.

THE CHICAGO MARKET.
Chicago, June 18—The one word 

“friendless” reflects the position (f 
the wheat market in the world of 
«peculation. It is the need of buying 
power and without it prices will sink 
to a still lower -level. Investors re­
fuse to take on wheat at the moment 
and they are passing the corn and 
oats markets too, without making any 
purchases. Generally speaking the 
crop reports received were of one kind, 
lavorable. Advices from the two ex­
perts now in the winter wheat fields, 
Snow and Inglis, were unfavorable. 
The local crowd is bearish almost to 
a man, and the news to their liking 
is the only kind wanted, consequently 
the Inglis and Snow messages failed 
to receive more than passing atten­
tion. The bulls in wheat prefer the 
judgment of the seasoned experts 
rather than those of every Tom, Dick 
and Hairy in the country, some of 
whom are short of wheat and who 
are looking only for the best spots 
in the field.

Winnipeg sold 100.000 bushels of 
wheat for October shipment today and 
freight room was taken at the sea­
board for shipments from August to 
December, indicating tha tbuying is 
being dune by foreigners at the pre­
vailing prices. Foreign markets were 
firmer with a better demand and 
small supplies are expected from the 
Argentine, India and Australia for a 
time. The wheat trade will await tid­
ings from James A. Patten as to the 
condition of the wheat crop in Kan­
sas. In case the outlook in Ameri­
ca’s banner wheat state is pronounced 
unfavorable by Patten, his reports will 
doubtless be accompanied with buy­
ing orders. On the other hand, if he 
sees the situation as some of the “bear 
experts” -see it, selling orders of large 
size will be in evidence. The Patten 
brokers will be watched closely for a 
tip as to the wheat kings ideas on 
the crop, but in case conditions are 
favorable the selling orders will be 
given out through scattered commis­
sion houses.

Wheat lost 3-4 to 7-8 cents today, 
but receded some oi the bottom prices 
reached. There were losses of 3-4 to 
7-8 cents and 1-4 to 3-4e respectively 
in corn and oats. The break in wheat 
seemed jo act as a hint to the hold-' 
ers of coarse grains to let go of some 
of their grain and it caused some 
short selling as well. Weather condi­
tions continue fine and the cash trade 
for -both corn and oats rather dull.

There were fractional gains in hog 
products in the face of lower prices 
for all the cereals. The continued 
strong hog situation and prospects of 
moderate to light hog movement next 
week caused a farther advance in pro­
visions. The buying "was of a general 
character, some of it by the larger 
packers.

Injuries Slight.
Stockholm, June 19—The fireman on 

the British steamer Woodburn, of 
Newcastle, which was fired upon in 
Pitkipas bay Wednesday night by a 
vessel of the Russian squadron patrol­
ling the rendezvous of Emperor Nich­
olas and Emperor William, sustained 
only slight injuries. He says that 
three other members of the crew were 
wounded.

TURKEY ALARMED, 
CRETANS ARMING

ConstantinopleTConsiders Britain’s 
Proposal Inadmissable—Trouble 

In Albania.

Constantinople, June 19.—’The Con­
stantinople press is becoming pessi­
mistic regarding the Cretan eucrtion.
The papers assert that the British 
proposal is that Crete should remain 
nominally under the soy.ereig ay of 
Turkey, bnt that the King of Greece 
should appoint the Governor General. 
Troops of the protecting powers would 
be withdrawn, each of these powers 
sending a warship in turn to act as 
guardship. The Turkish flag would 
float over the island. The British 
proposal is considered inadmissable.
In Turkish circles it is’ declared tket 
Greek troops are concentrated at 
Tarissa; that the provisional Cretan 
government has ordered five mouu 
tain batteries at the expense of the 
Greek government ; that 5,000 Mae ie- 
licher rifle# were brought last week 
by an Austrian vessel; in fact, that 
Crete is arming actively!

The situation in Jerusalem again 
inspires anxiety. Orthodox Arabs, 
learning that the government is de?

the Holy Sepulchre to return to Jeru­
salem, have entered a violent protest, 
declaring they will hold the govern­
ment responsible for the conse­
quences. The chief cause of their 
protest is the return of the Archi­
mandrites Metaliki Clirisostomes, 
who are considered the promoters tf 
the recent disorders and personal 
enemies of the patriarch of Dnmianos.

Albania in Revolt.
Constantinople, June 19.—The re­

ports of a recent battle at Djakivitch, 
Northern Albania, between 10,000 Al­
banians and twelve battalions of 
Turkish troops have been confirmed.
It appears that the Albanians re­
belled against the new regime and 
refused to obey the local governor or 

.to pay taxes. Djayid ga$h$»-gpüjr.U - 
tiry commander at Uskuep, was or­
dered to suppress the rebellion and 
enforce compliance with the govern­
ment’s orders.

YOUNG DANE WON
COVETED TROPHY

Drove Light Car at More Than Fifty- 
one Miles per Hour Over 232 
Mile Course.

Crown Point, Ind., June 18.—John 
Matson, a sturdy young Dane,- stolid 
and phlegmatic defied death ip many 
forms for exactly four hours, thirty- 
one minutes and twenty seconds -in 
the Crown Point-Lowell automobile 
speedway course today, and won the 
western stock chassis race for the In­
diana trophy from a field of fifteen 
competitors. It is the first automobile 
race in which Matson had ever sat 
in the car as a driver. Yesterday he 
was practically an unknown chaffeur; 
today he has made a name for him­
self and has won fame by his daring 
work at the wheel of his " Chalmers-. 
Detroit car. For 232.79 miles over a 
course that wound itself up hill and 
down dale, sometimes on roads as 
smooth as a marble floor, at other 
times on stretches- that were badly 
cut up and racking to both machine 
and driver, Matson pushed his car 
at an average speed oi a little st 
51 1-2 miles an hour. This time for 
light cars has set a mark that auto­
mobile men say tonight will be hard 
to beat for years to come. The vci- 
tory of the “Durable Dane” , which 
was a popular victory in every sense 
of the word was won in the presence 
of 25,000 people stretching out over 
the entire length of the track. Not 
an accident marred the day’s sport, 
the first of the two day’s racing càrni- 
val that is being held under the aus­
pices of the Chicago Automobile club. 
Sixteen cars started on the specta­
cular race early in the morning. Six 
cars finished, the others gave up the 
race through mishaps.

George Robertson in a locomobile, 
finished second, and A. Manson in a 
Marion car was third. The other cars, 
to finish were the Florida. Locom.o- 
bile, fourth, the Stoddard Dayton 
fifth, and the Moon sixth. The race 
was remarkable in many respects. 
Not a tire was replaced from start to,, . 
finish ot the contest.

French Treaty Will go Through. _
Ottawa, June 18—The government 

has received word from Paris that a 
bill ratifying the Frnnco-Canadian 
convention as negotiated by Hon.' 
Messrs. Fielding and! Brodeur, in 
1907, and amended last summer is 
now before the chamber of deputies

fied by the Canadian parliament which 
will be done early next session.
