The country was accessible, and
it . was merely a matter of enterprise
tp make a ‘thorough test for petroleum
There might be every indication nfi
oil, and yet it might not be there in
als, was not so much where people
als, wts net so mueh where people
thought it was as where it was found. |
He would like to see a thorough test
made for petroleum, and was confident
that it would be successful. Along
‘the main course of the McKenzie river |
‘m‘meral indications were - practically
nil, but three great lakes of the north
lay in ‘the Laurentian formation at
{their eastern extremities and valuable
minerals might be discovered there.

Future Home of 'Thousands,

Mr. Oliver thought fhat he was per-
haps the first person to go through
the north and look upon it as the fu-
jture heme of a great population. Dur-
ing his trip he had not cared whether
or not he observed tar sands, salt and
like mineral indications, but he want-
ed too know whether the cuntry was
capable of sustaining large settlements
of people.

“The country  is. there, gentlemen,”
said Mr. Oliver, in conclusion, “and the
welfare of €Canada will be stupendous-
1y enhanced in years to come by its de-
velopment. I would say that there is
room in the north of Kdmonton for as
many people as are now living be~
tween here and Winnipeg.”
