People had to go Two Miles for
Boughs te Cover Areh Which was
Adorned with Mottoes (olored Lights
and Flags—Wonderful Enthusiasm
—Meeting Overflowed with Harmony
and Unity—Elliston Band Rendered
Splendid Musie.

BONAVISTA, Oct. 7
Coaker and Robert Winsor arrived
here from Catalina at 7 o’clock last
evening. All the Unionists were as-
sembled in the Orange Hall awaiting
their arrival; hall packed with Union-
ists; 630 on the roll here. Members
from outlying places present. Six
hundred electors plcdged themselves
in the meeting to stand by Union can-
didates. Grand arch_ erected under
the supervision of Jonathan Fifield by
the fishermen. it was the best ever
erected here; people had to go two
miles for boughs to cover the arch.
Splendid mottoes, colored lights, and
flags adorned the arch. The mottocs
contained such popular slogans a3
“Welcome to.our Presgident,” *(Can’t
Lose,” “Sink or Swim with Coaker.”
Packed with Unionists.

Town decorated with bunting. Hun-
dreds of flag -poles lined- with flags
added brllliancy to the scene. The
Orange Hall is the largest hall in
town, but space was crowded with
Union members. Coaker intend hold-
ing another public meceting later, sole-
ly for non-union mcn. James Brown
presided. John Abbott was the first
speaker and spoke for forty minutes,
deliverng a slashing speech which
surprised every one present. He is
a fluent and incisive speaker and will
prove a popular orator. His ad-
dress was highly apprecatod.

Surprsed Audience.

Robert Winsor spoke for half an
hour and again surprised the audi-
ence for the common sense contained
in his address. Both of the speakers
were cheered for five minutes on ris-
ing to speak and at the close of their
addresses.

At ten o'clock the great demonstra-
tion left the hall, Over 200 torches
illuminated the parade. Coaker and
colleagues walked immediately be-
hind the band. The cheering was ter-
rific. The streets were lined with wo-
men and children; 400 men must have
paraded. The parade marched about
four miles; not one sound of dissent
was heard; not one cheer was givon
for - Morris. The Grab-all candidates
witnessed the scénes and read in them
the verdict of Bonavista Bay which
they realize will turn them down. We
know the life of the Union is at stake;
