LONDON, Sept. 29. 
The Governor, Newfoundland :

General French reports severe 
lighting around and north of Loos, 
and further progress south of Loos.

The ground north of Hill 70, re­
taken by the enemy on the 26th, is 
now held by us.

Our captures now are over 3,000 
prisoners, 21 guns, and 40 machine 
guns. Many were destroyed by bom­
bardment.

We are now attacking the enemy’s 
third line.

The French Government report the 
capture of crests east of Souchez, and 
fresh progress in Champagne ; 1,800 
prisoners were captured near Mas- 
siges.

The total German losses caused by 
the Allies advance exceed three Army 
Corps. The total cannon brought to 
the rear number seventy-nine.

The Russian Government report 
continued fierce fighting near Dvinsk. 
The enemy are attacking with large 
forces on the Galician front.

BRITISH SUCCESS IN 
MIA.

3IESOPOTA-

LONDON, Sept. 29.
The British have won an important 

success in Mesopotamia, and the 
Turks are in full retreat toward Bag­
dad, whilst the British are pursuing 
them. An announcement to this ef­
fect was made in the Commons to-day 
by Austin Chamberlain. Mr. Cham­
berlain read a telegram from General 
Nixon, commanding the forces in 
Mesopotamia, relating to the outcome 
of the recent fighting. He reported 
that one position, carried by the Brit­
ish, [Constituted a long line of defen­
ces astride the River Tigris. At a 
point seven miles east of Hut two bri­
gades crossed the river from the right 
bank, and by a forced march reached 
the left works of the Turkish position 
currying it by assault at night. The 
whole position has been carried. The 
Turkish losses in dead are described 
as severe. The Turks clung to their 
trenches with great tenacity. They 
were filled with corpses when the 
British finally carried them. A num­
ber of guns, many rifles, several hun­
dred prisoners; and a quantity of am­
munition were captured. General 
Nixon gives the Britisli casualties as 
under five hundred. A second de­
spatch from him says that the ene­
my's position in advance ot Kut 
Amaru, has been captured with many 
prisoners and guns. The enemy is in 
lull flight toward Bagdad. Our for­
ces are pushing the pursuit. The de­
tails will follow. General Nixon's 
second despatch indicates that the 
British forces made a long advance 
in the interval since the previous 
official report. Kut Amara is on the 
Tigris River, 150 miles below Bagdad.

The higher rates proposed in 
the Budget by Chancellor McKenna, 
on currants, are excluded from the 
dried fruit schedule, the Government 
having discovered the existence of a 
treaty with Greece, which necessi­
tates that a year’s notice must be giv­
en before the duty can be increased.

AMERICAN RECRUITS.
I LONDON, Sept. 29.

There have be'en so many cases of 
recruiting sergeants inducing Ameri­
can members of the.crews of cattle 
boats and other craft to join the Brit­
ish Army, that Robert Skinner, the 
American Consul General, has effect­
ed arrangements with the Board of 
Trade, by which such men, who re­
pent of their enlistment, snail he 
promptly released. The American 
Embassy, of late, has turned all cas­
es over to Consul General Skinner, 
who now has a number of them under 
consideration. The facts in all the 
cases are similar. The men, arriving 
in England, are met on board Ship by 
recruiting agents. The British Gov­
ernment does not favor the practice, 
and is doing all it can to break it up.

Paris, Sept. 21.—Countless German 
works were destroyed, other enemy 
positions were made untenable, and 
the way paved for a possible Anglo- 
French offensive movement by the 
furious bombardment of the past three 
weeks all along the battle front.

An official statement this afternoon 
contained, the reasons for the cannon­
ade that for duration and number of 
shells poured in upon the enemy’s 
trenches surpassed any previous ar­
tillery storm of the war.

“These heavy artillery actions 
along the entire front resulted in the 
destruction of divers enemy works,” 
said the official statement. “The can­
nonades, Often unaccompanied by in­
fantry attacks, were intended to de­
stroy worrisome enemy positions and 
miltrailleuses, demolish enemy shel­
ter places, impede the concentration 
of enemy troops, and render it impos­
sible for the enemy to hold certain 
works.

Storms of French Shells.
“Day and night storms of French 

shells descended upon the enemy 
communication trenches, encamp­
ments, bridges and supply columns. 
The efficiacy of the French fire 
throughout the bohmbardment was 
proven by the reports of our aerial 
observers who constantly flew over 
the front noting the results of the 
canonnades. German prisoners also 
admitted that the damage done their 
positions was most serious.

“The amount of ammunition ex­
pended proves the resources of France 
in shells. The incessant activity gave 
assurance that a war of attrition could 
continue with small losses for our 
forces.”

FRENCH GAIN GROUND.
This afternoon’s communique, deal­

ing with operations of yesterday and 
last night, reported no cessation of 
the artillery actions. French troops 
have gained a foothold on the right 
bank of the Aisne-Marne canal at 
Sapermreul Post. The Germans made 
a vailiant counter attack, but were 
repulsed, leaving many dead.

The cannonading last night was 
most violent north of Arras. 'The 
French poured a steady rain of shells 
upon the enemy positions east of the 
Bethune road, and east of Nouiette 
and the Lorette hills.

NOTEWORTHY PROGRESS.
Before Beuvraignes and south of 

Roye, a lively rifle fusiiade, accom­
panied the artillery duel last night 
and infantry clashes of minor import­
ance occurred.

“German artillery violently shelled 
the outskirts of Moumelon) the French 
replying energetically,” said the offi­
cial communique. “French gunners 
successfully bombarded the enemy 
position in the woods on the Meuse 
heigths and also at several points on 
the Lorraine front where German 
trench diggers were dispersed.”

“French troops made noteworthy 
■progress during the night at Hart- 
mannsweilerkopf by the use of gren­
ades and bombs.”
