The Constitution of the Senate,
BATUUDAi giV'llti, APRIL 25. 1874.

I Mr. Mills has time and again 
brought the constitution of the 
Senate before the notice of Parlia­
ment, and endeavored to get it so 
altered as to make it m a„ sense more 
representative, and more under the 
control of the people. He has in 
all these previous attempts failed, 
not so much from a conviction that 

, the Senate as present constituted is 
of any great service to the country, 
but rather from a feeling of reluc­
tance to meddle so soon with such 
an important clause of the Confede­
rate Act, and partly from a desire to 
give that body as presen tly consti­
tuted a longer trial. It is undoubt­
edly true, and the opinion is every 
year gaining ground, that for all 
practical purposes of legislation the 
Senate might as well be out of ex­
istence as not. Its members rarely 
or never introduce a bill or frame a 
measure. Their Chamber is a mere­
ly ornamental appendage to the 
legislative system. They sit in 
serene dignity, half asleep, while a 
few take part in a hum drum debate, 

7?r go through the form of sanction­
ing bills passed by the Commons. 
The argument that they are useful 
lu checking rash or reckless legisla. 
tion in the other House seems to 
have lost its force as far as our Cana­
dian Senate is concerned, for we 
have yet to learn of any instance in 
which its members put their veto on 
the doings of the Commons. They 
swallowed the Pacific Railway scheme 
of the old Government, and when 
popular indignation swept its mem­
bers from power—these Senatorial 
parfizans retained their equanimity 
and their seats, and sat serenely de­
fiant of public opinion.

Mr. Mills, nothing daunted by 
previous failures, has again brought 
in a new constitution for the Senate, 
which is not likely to pass this ses­
sion, but which may form the basis 
for legislation at, some future time. 
The chief features of his new scheme 
are that the Senate shall consist of 
such members as have already been 
appointed for life, together with a 
certain number who shall from time 
to time be elected by the Legislative 
Assemblies of the different Pro­
vinces. This plan, it will be seen, 
would give to the Senate a measure 
of popular representation, but not 
to the same extent as under the old 
system when the country was divided 
into Districts, and members were 
elected to represent these Districts. 
Mr. Mills proposes that Ontario 
shall be represented by twelve 
Senators, Quebec by the same num­
ber, New Brunswick by five, Nova 
Scotia by five, Prince Edward by two, 
Manitoba by two, and British Colum­
bia by two. It would seem from the 
above distribution that some regard 
is had to representation by popula­
tion, but Mr. Mills does not strictly 
follow out that principle, else On- 
tario would be entitled to more Sen­
ators than Quebec. Another mistake 
is that no provision is made for, in­
creased representation in the future 
according to increase in population.

The bill provides that the mem­
bers so elected shall ser^e for eight 
years ; thatfthe required number of 
Senators shall be elected every al- 
ternate year ; and that in electing 
them each member of the Legisla­
ture shall have but one vote. The 
qualification is put $4,0C0 of pro­
perty clear of all encumbrance ; 
that he shall' be a natural born or 
naturalized citizen of the country, 
and a resident of the Province for 
which he is elected. A Senator ac­
cepting 'office as a Minister of the 
Crown would not require to vacate 
his seat. The other clauses of the 
bill are not of special importance, 
and refer mainly to the time and 
mode of electing Senators, the 
powers ‘ given to the Senate, and 
their mode of procedure when in 
session. ---------- -----------#—
Cruelty to Animals 0:1 ilnil- 

wnjs.
Mr.. Charlton, of North Norfolk, 

has introduced a bill to prevent
* cruelty to animals while in transit 

by railway or other mode of convey-
• ; once. The bill will serve a goo.d pur-

pose in securing better treatment 
for the poor dumb animals, and Mr. 
Charlton deserves credit for his 
humane efforts in their behalf. The 
bill provides that railway companies 
and owners of steam, sailing or other 
vessels shall not confine in the same 
car, boat or other vessel for a longer 
period than twenty eight consecutive 
hours, any cattle, sheep, swine, or 
other animals, being conveyed from 
one place to another. The time of 
confinement to be reckoned from 
the time during whidh the animals 
have been confined without such 
rest and without furnishing of food 
and water, whether on the railway or 
vessel in which they are found, or 
any other connecting line or railway 
in the United States or Canada. 
The unloading and feeding and 
watering of the animals to be at the 
expense of the owners, though the 
railway or other companies are held 
responsible that such attendance is 
regularly given.

The Late Dissolution or the 
British Parliament.— Quite an ex­
cited debate took piaffe in the 
British House of Commons on Friday 
on a motion brought up by Mr. 
Smollett, that the late dissolution of 
Parliament was deserving the cen­
sure of the House. He characterized 
the act as a coup d’etat by which the 
last Government sought unconstitu­
tionally to retain power. He declar 
ed that Mr. Gladstone had resorted 
to a stratagem which was ungenerous 
to bis friends, insolent to his op­
ponents, and barely just to the 
nation. Mr. Gladstone stigmatized 
the assertion that the dissolution 
was secretely planned as untrue and 
impossible. He challenged a rep­
etition of the word “ trickater,” 
which had been applied to him, and 
on the refusal of Mr. Smollett to re­
peat it he charged him with lack of 
decency and manliness. He defend­
ed the dissolution, which he declar­
ed would have been more inconveni­
ent had it been postponed. The 
motion was negatived without a 
division and great^xcitement.
