How best to clean off tlhe sidewalks 
In winter-time is a much-vexed ques­
tion. A number of opinions are given 
below, and it would seem that the 
only thing upon which all agree Is 
that a change is needed. Which of 
these do you agree with ?

(Mr. John Ferguson said: “Let well 
enough alone, as far as the 'plow sys­
tem goes, but have the work done well.
I don't think the property owner 
should, have to clean off his owtn walk. 
As to having a smoveliing brigade, I 
think the city’s taxes are high enough. 
If the work is done well and by a 
good plow, I think it would ‘be satis­
factory.”

iMr. W. H. Ferguson, real estate 
dealer, said: “Get an up-to-date plow 
end have a responsible contractor do 
the job. As it is, the plow leaves some 
inches of snow, and one man cleans 
that off. but his neighbor doesn’t. 
You walk along and jolt your back, 
stepping off the snow in one place, and 
stumble in another. The present plan 
is bad, but I wouldn’t have the ex­
pense of a corpoa-atiun brigade to make 
taxes higher than t)hey are.’’

Mr. C. R. Sayer—The people should 
shovel their own snow. The plan works 

| all right in the foremost cities of the 
I Dominion. Why can’t it work here ? 

In Hamilton and Toronto, it’s not the 
poor people who are fined for not keep- 

' ing their walks clean. It's the rich 
j property owners who won’t do it. Let 
1 every person shovel their own walks 
j clean.

Lieut.-Col. <3 art shore—Shovel! Let 
• everybody shovel. It’s good exercise 
I and it’s the best way.

Aid. Douglass—The snow plow is all 
I right if it’s well-handled; or, I think 

the plan of everyone doing his own 
cleaning is a good one, if not carried 
too far. There should be allowances 
for the thinly settled districts on the 
outskirts. M_ke everyone keep the 
walks clean in a central area, say from 
the river along Dufferin avenue to 
Adelaide street, down to York, end 
back to the river again. That would 
do. 1 wouldn’t make the people all 
over the city clean the walks. I don’t 
think much of the corporation (brigade 
idea 'It’s too expensive.

Mr. John Fornistal—I do not think 
the plan to make everyone clean their 
own walks would work well. It would 
cause a lot of annoyance and a lot of 
trouble, especially to a working man. 
Most of them own their own homes 
here. They have to get to work at 
7 o’clock. Well It would be quite a 
job to clean off all the snow, and still 
toe In time for work. No. I don’t think 
that would work well. The city ought 
to do It, I think, to have It done prop­
erly. It could be done very cheaply, 
if each were 'taxed a kittle.

New York, Dec. 1L—The official ap- 
txiaisement of the estate of the late 
Cornelius Vanderbilt, just completed, 
places its valuation at $72,500,000. Of 
this $52,500,000 is personal and $20,000,000 
in real estate.

T.iese figures have been agreed on 
after a year’s deadlock by State Ap­
praiser Charles D. O’Oonmeil, Attorney 
G. B. B. Hasurouck.for the state comp­
troller, and Anderson & Andeirson, at­
torneys for Uhe Vanderbilt family.

The appraisement is based on the 
market value of the stocks and bonds 
on the day of the death of Cornelius 
Vanderbilt, in September, 1899.

Since that time the market value of 
the Vanderbilt securities has appre­
ciated fully 20 per cent. In reality the 
estate which is .to be distributed among 
Vanderbilt’s heirs before Christmas 
will aggregate $100,000,000.

Alfred Gwynne Vanderbilt, as resid­
uary legatee and head of the house of 
Vanderbilt, will receive as hiis share 
of the estate, under the official ap­
praisement, $44,500,000.

His eider brother, Cornelius, the nat­
ural heir, receives only $1,500,000 The 
$37,000,000 difference between wiha-t he 
receives, and rvhat would have been 
his tout for his quarrel with his father 
represents the sacrifice he made for 
love of his wife, who was Miss Grace 
Wilson.

In the distribution of tlhe estate, 
which will take place Immediately on 
the filing of Appraiser O'Connell’s re­
port, the state will receive $520,000 In­
heritance tax, of which Comptroller 
Coler receives one-tenth, or $52,000, a* 
his 1 per cent of the personalty.

To State Appraiser O’Connel and 
Comptroller’s Counsel Hasbrouck fees 
of $5,000 each will be awarded.

Young Vanderbilt will marry Elsie 
French, of Newport, shortly after the 
holidays, and will, it is said, give his 
brother Cornelius a trifle of $6,000,000 
to mollify him from being thrust aside.

Mr. T. H. Smallman—The city should

Let the city 
do It.

W. M. Spencer—Everyone should 
clean off his own walk. A .bylaw to 
that effect should toe passed and en­
forced for, as a general thing, the side­
walks here are in a wretched condi­
tion.

Rev. Dr. Briggs, of Toronto—In To­
ronto everyone has to clean the walk 
in front of his own place. The scheme 
works well. If a man doesn’t clean off 
Ms portion before 9 o’clock the city 
workmen do it, and it is charged up to 
him. Or, if a store Is vacant, or an 
empty lot is upon the street, the city 
does the cleaning and charges either 
the oamer or real estate dealer. As far 
as I know, and I’ve 'been in Toronto 
many years, the walks are kept in 
good condition. It’s nonsense to say 
that this method is not efficient.

Inspector Joseph Sanders said he was 
quite willing to shovel off his own 
snow if others did theirs. The snow 
plow, he thought, was perfectly use- 
lees. and a change la urgently needed.

Detective Thomas Nickle believed ! 
that snow-plow cleaning, properly j 
done, was the right method: but the j 
London system Is far fnoen the proper ! 
method. What is needed is a heavier, 
wider and better constructed plow, 
■which will dig Into and clean off the 
snow Instead of merely eliding over it. 
The genial detective’s opinions were 
agreed in by Sergt.-Major Adams and 
other police station officials.
